CIVA 2020 Plenary Voting Guidelines

Dear Delegates,

When an item must be Approved or Rejected the secretaries will ask

if anyone wishes to reject,

and if so a count will be taken. If a formal vote is necessary we will follow the procedure below.

Formal voting, e.g. for Rules proposals, the Free Known figures and for CIVA officials, will take
place between the plenary sessions so that you have time to select the option(s) you wish to vote
for and the Zoom plenary process can remain uninterrupted. Voting will be conducted online using

the service at https://electionrunner.com/

When using this system only those delegates who have
registered for this plenary will receive an email with a link like
the one shown here. It can take some minutes before you receive
the email. The link in the email you receive will be unique for
each delegate; multiple attempts to use it will be blocked.

It is up to you to decide whether to use the vote yourself or to
forward it to your alternate delegate. Each link can be used only
once. You must therefore be able to access your emails and work
on the web page that the link opens for you.

You will receive one email from Election Runner to your registered email address for each item to
be voted. The web page you reach will indicate how many options can be selected each time.

For example:

For Free Known figures there will be three emails, one for each of the three categories. On each
linked voting page the list will show only the KAWG Expert’s preferred sets of figures:

Yak-52/Intermediate (7 sets) Advanced (10 sets)

Unlimited (10 sets)

You will be asked to select one figure set in each category — see the KAWG explanation here.

For Proposals you will be asked to Approve or Reject the motion, or you may select the option to

Abstain. All responses are counted to act as the Roll-Call, and as usua

| this total will be used to

determine the number of Approvals necessary to establish a majority.

Voting results will be announced during the following online session.

If there is a tie, a further vote

will be run using the same procedure. If there is a second tie it will be resolved by the president.

The voting process will be administered by the CIVA Secretary Hanna

Raiha.
