Comments:
The competition took place on a military airfield with restrictions that were not announced in the initial bulletin.  Interruptions occurred for military activities which caused serious delays. The control tower insisted on applying military rules about airspace usage, which also caused delays.  
This situation was exacerbated by an inexperienced Meet Director and his staff (manifest and loading) combined with an inexperienced Chief Judge and inexperienced pilots.  Bad manifesting led to competitors having to wait sitting in the grass over 1 hour at the boarding area after the 5 -minute call without any further information or explanation. 
According to our calculations based on the air observing sheet provided by the Accuracy Landing judges, approximately 10 hours were lost over 2.5 days for the above reasons.

The following points of the Sporting Code Section 5 Parachuting were not completely fulfilled:

4.3.4. Aircraft & Pilots – although the pilots were technically qualified they had no experience of dropping Freefall Style and Accuracy Landing.

4.3.7. Interpreters – There were insufficient interpreters and language was an issue.
4.5.3.(1) Priority – Priority to the competition was not always given and there were interruptions for other military activities including refueling military aircraft ahead of the competition plane which caused an inacceptable delay of 1 hour.
5.3.2. (1), (2) & (3) Insufficient advantage of favourable meteorological conditions were taken, the order of events did not always take into consideration the rejumps or tie break jumps. Due to airspace, initially, it was not possible to run two events simultaneously.  
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
