Anniversary of the Aero Club of France during which the move of the FAI Office from Paris to Lausanne, Switzerland was approved.  CIAM President, Mr. Sandy Pimenoff, was elected President of the General Air Sports Commission (CASI).

Specific mention was made of the following:


a)	Free Flight (Juniors) - Disappointingly small entry in F1J.  There is urgent need to provide some restrictions in the rules to create a model simpler to construct and fly in order to encourage juniors to participate in this class.





b)	Control Line Class F2B -





i)	the disqualification of two judges for infringement of  a new  rule;


ii)	the difficulty experienced with one judge over the payment of airfares;	


iii)	the lack of medals for juniors; and


iv)	the small number of junior entries.





c)	Space Models  Class S1





i)	an improved method of tracking is required if the event is to be included in the program for the 2000 World Championships.  A method proposed by Germany is to be tested at the 1999 European Championships and at some ten competitions before those Championships. The CIAM 2nd Vice President is to assess the method and is to recommend on whether or not S1 is to be included in the 2000 World Championships.

	Free Flight. A written report for Free Flight will be available for the Plenary meeting.  The F1A, F1B and F1C results are available on the FAI Web Site. 





The results of an F1E event held on the 17th October were still outstanding. 





	Specific mention was made of the following:





a)	Control line:





i)	F2A was won by T Raschwal (Poland), F2B by  S Delabarde (France), F2C by Fisher/Straniak (Austria) and F2D by B Faizov (Russia); and


ii)	infringements of rules relating to the composition of the jury and of the judges for F3C were observed at named competitions.





b)	Space Models:  S6A was won by A Mazzaracchio (Italy),  S8E by I Turk (Slovakia) and S7 by A Baca  (Latvia);





c)	Possible Future Problem.  Warning was given that licences would soon be required in Europe for rocket motors. The probable consequence would be that non-Europeans countries could not compete in European contests unless European motors were used.





5.	AGENDA ITEM  19 - CONDUCT OF F2B JUDGES  AT KIEV WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS





a)	A Adamson (USA).  Reference was made to the Jury report. Adamson’s action was considered unacceptable, and it had delayed the start of the finals.  The meeting was advised that Adamson’s name had been deleted from the list of judges submitted by the United States NAC.  The meeting decided that Adamson would not be considered for  future international judging duty.





 b)	Discussion of  Results by Russian and Ukrainian Judges.  The two judges had been 	observed checking the scoreboard, and taking notes of and discussing scores contrary to paragraph 4A.32 of Section 4c of the Sporting Code.  They were disqualified and the scores they had awarded were deleted from the classification in the finals.  Because their action may have been the result of a language problem,  no further sanction was proposed but all NACs are cautioned that the action must not be repeated.





6.	AGENDA ITEM 20 - JUDGES BIAS AT WORLD AND CONTINENTAL CHAMPIONSHIPS.





	Apart from the bias noted in the preliminary rounds of the European F3A Championships on which further action was not recommended,  no  bias in the other World and Continental Championships had been observed.  All NACs should be aware that the performance of  their nominated judges is assessed throughout a championships.  Evidence of national or commercial bias will result in individual and/or national sanctions being applied.

7.	AGENDA ITEM 21 - OBLIGATORY SPORTING LICENCES FOR TEAM MANAGERS





	The behaviour of a Team Manager during a Championships warranted action to be taken against him; withdrawal of his Sporting Licence would have been appropriate.  However,  paragraph B.3.2 of Section 4b of the Sporting Code does not require a Team Manager to hold a Sporting Licence.  The Bureau agreed that a proposal to amend B.3.2 to require this be included on the agenda for the 1999 CIAM Plenary Meeting.

	The Aeronautical Union of Yugoslavia - the NAC of Pera and Ivan Kolic - had been informed of  several instances of unsporting conduct by them and had been requested to take disciplinary against them.  Details of the conduct were provided to the Bureau which was advised that the NAC had withdrawn the Sporting Licence of Pera Kolic for two years and had warned Ivan Kolic. Both were on probation  with a warning that similar behaviour in the future would be punished.  The Bureau approved the sanctions.

	A written report describing the evaluation of bids to host the 2001 WAG and the selection process was presented by WAG Managing Director Srecko Medven. The report also included a statement on current planning which was for the WAG to be a joint venture by FAI/ 2001 ECO .  The Bureau was asked to:





commit the sanction fees received for the 1st WAG (approximately  CHF500) to the joint venture;


appoint a WAG Liaison Officer; 


approve the nomination of  a WAG Local Event Operational Manager;


nominate WAG Media Consultant(s); and


recommend for approval by the Plenary meeting a list of events to be held during the WAG, these events to have a high profile and to be such that video taped performances could be edited to produce material of interest to the general public.





a)	The Bureau approved the payment of CHF 500 to the Joint Venture.





b)	The CIAM President accepted the position of WAG Liaison Officer.  His expenses must be agreed with 2001 ECO organiser. The Bureau approved expenditure for WAG Liaison duties within the current expense allowance in the  budget for the President.





c)	The Bureau approved  Ian McIntosh (Spain) as the WAG Local Event Operational Manager for CIAM, assisted by Luis Parramon (Spain).





d)	The CIAM President is to liaise with Guy  Revel on media matters.





e)	The following events will be recommended by the Bureau to the Plenary Meeting  for approval for the 2001 WAG:


	


i)	Control Line - WAG Championships for F2A, F2B, F2C and F2D to the existing rules and accepting entries from all NACs in place of  European Championships.  Germany to host 2003 C/L European Championships instead of those for 2001.





ii)	R/C Aerobatics -  F3A World Championships.   If otherwise allocated by the Plenary meeting,  the Bureau recommends an event based on the Tournament of Champion rules for Large Scale Aerobatics be held ( R/C Subcommittee Chairman to assist the organisers with these rules). 





iii)	R/C Helicopter - F3C World Championships.  If otherwise allocated,  the R/C Helicopter Subcommittee will assist in  setting up an alternative event, possibly “3D”  flying and a competitor-selectable program of twelve manoeuvres from a list of  twenty. 





iv)	R/C Pylon - F3D World Championships.

For most events, NACs will be able to nominate a three person team as a national team but entries from any country will not be limited.

18.	AGENDA ITEM 56.  2000 F4B WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS





	Informal discussion was reported on the desirability of separating class F4B from class F4C Championships and  including it with those for Control line (Classes F2A, F2B, F2C and F2D).  For the 2000 World Championships, it was decided to accept, as an exception, the proposal to divide the Championships so that France would organise F4B in conjunction with the F2 Championships in 2000.  This was accepted by Switzerland.  However, there will be further discussion to determine how to best support F4B in the future.





19.	AGENDA ITEM 56. UAV RECORD RULES





	The recent trans-Atlantic flight by an unmanned aircraft showed that there was no FAI Record Class for that type of aircraft.  The CIAM President undertook to prepare draft rules for the setting of records with unmanned aerial vehicles, these to exclude any direct connection with aeromodelling.

21.	SPORTING CODE





a)	The following points relevant to Section 4 of the Sporting Code were agreed:





The rules were to be stable although urgent changes would sometimes be necessary.


The existing four-year rule freeze was imposed because of printing costs.


The method of distribution was to be effective.


Any changes should conform to the two-yearly cycle of  World Championships;  a minimum period of  	         	  any  rule freeze would be one World Championship cycle.


All changes agreed by the Plenary meeting should be accessible, including those not becoming effective 	  	   for several years;  a separate computer file should be maintained.


The Sporting Code available on the FAI Web site should be declared official.


Each CIAM Delegate and each NAC should be provided with one printed copy of the Sporting Code.


Page numbers and reference to page numbers should be removed.


A freeze could be applied by individual category.


There would be only one format with one person responsible for it.


For National versions,  graphics could be changed.


The date of effectivity should be annual.





The issue of a CD-ROM containing the complete Section 4, the General Section and the file of  agreed future amendments in parallel with the FAI Web site was recommended.





b)	Review  of Sporting Code. The President undertook to review the current complete  Section 4 to correct inconsistent language and conflicts as a matter of urgency.

	A NAC questioned the practice of  a NAC being responsible for the costs of transporting trophies to the next World Championships.  The Bureau confirmed the requirement.  The responsibility will be defined by a Bureau proposal to the Plenary meeting.





25.	FAILURE OF A NAC TO PAY CHAMPIONSHIPS FEES.





	A NAC reported that Ukraine had submitted an entry form for a World Championships and had not pre-paid the entry fee required but had instead requested the entrants to be allowed to pay on arrival.  This had been agreed. Only two of twelve  persons entered arrived at the Championships and paid their fees. The organiser requested CIAM assistance to obtain the balance of the fees due.  Following discussion, the Bureau recommended that pre-payment of fees be enforced by organisers.  The Ukraine NAC is to be advised of the Bureau’s disapproval of its action and urged to pay the outstanding fee.
