5.5.11.10. Launching This rule is effective 
Modify sub-paragraph d) as shown below: from 15th May 2019. 

d) Unless otherwise specified by the Contest Director, models must be launched within 
four (4) metres of the competitor’s launch/landing spot. An attempt is annulled and 
recorded as zero, if the model aircraft is not launched within the above specified 
distance. Model must be launched inside the access corridor not more than two (2) 
metres from starting position mark (number) at general direction of the launch line 
of the access corridor. An attempt is annulled and recorded as zero, if the model 
aircraft is not launched within the above specified distance. 
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
