2. Arriving in Lausanne
For those who have not been to a meeting in Lausanne, when you come in by train there is a METRO connection right in the central station.   It will take you down the hill to Ouchy and the Aulac and Movenpick hotels.

3. Hotels
Both the Hotel Aulac and Movenpick are near the lake and a short walk from the Olympic Museum.  All guests staying in the hotels in Lausanne can enjoy the benefits of the Lausanne Transport Card at no additional cost for FREE PUBLIC TRANSPORT (including the Metro). This card will be issued by the relevant hotel when the guests arrive.

F. Event Sanction Applications and Updates

1. Delegates, Alternates and Observers are expected to read the detail sanction information as published on the Web site BEFORE you get to the Conference.  Complete applications and checklists will NOT be printed for the Plenary, only summaries.
2. The last update to the sanction application detail will be done on Thursday, March 4th.  Any significant last minute changes to event sanction applications during the conference will be highlighted during the presentation for that application.

3. Contact Stella Roux Devillas, (s-rouxdevillas@club-internet.fr) before the Plenary, if you have questions or concerns so they can be addressed.

4. FAI Organizers Agreements must be signed by the Organizers and NAC’s BEFORE they will be presented to the Plenary for approval.  Once the event sanction has been approved the CIA President will sign the OA in an official ceremony where pictures can be taken.

5. Agenda items # 28 - Event sanction applications will include:

· A one screen sanction summary will be displayed on the screen and will show approved jurors, Safety officer and rule approval as supplied by the Subcommittees.

· If more detail is requested, the sanction application checklist will be shown on the screen.

6. Countries wishing to make an official presentation can do so after all the sanction information for their  event has been presented by EDS and before the plenary vote.  Other than the pre-arranged ones, each presentation must NOT be longer than 10 minutes.  Please let the Secretary know what you will need for your presentation.
