F3B
Discussion concerning this class was focussed on the 2011 World Championships in China. Some questions and problems were clarified, some questions are still open.
F3J
The F3J World Championships this year in France was connected with some problems. Few days before the competition the local authorities sent a letter to organisers requesting hard safety measures. The organiser had to declare almost half of the whole space as safety area. This action wasn’t welcome by competitors and also brought difficulties with judging the overflying of the forbidden space. 
The problem of very small differences between results of top competitors reached the peak at this championship. In order to save few seconds or tenths of seconds some competitors shortened the launch time to almost one second. Many people have the opinion that the fight crossed the acceptable limits. In the subcommittee some proposals connected with this problem were discussed. The discussion will proceed because the change of F3J rules is scheduled to CIAM plenary meeting 2012.

In this class there were discussed some doubts in the rules. At last the questions were answered and stated that the rules needn’t be changed.

A big competition, equal to world championship was organised this year in France. It was very successful and duly justified the promotion of this class to world championship status.
