LOCATION OF EVENTS

The competition site at the Maubeuge-Elesmes (La Salmagne) Airfield is situated 5 kms from the town of Maubeuge within the community of Vieux Reng. Biggest town in the area, Maubeuge has approximately 35000 inhabitants. It is in the heart of an industrial area and is 7 kms from the Belgian border. Maubeuge is in the North East of France and is only 2 ½ hrs from Paris Charles de Gaulle Airport and 1 1/3 hrs from Brussels International Airport. Low cost flights from many destinations also arrive at the Brussels Charleroi Airport which is only 45 minutes from the drop zone. The nearest cities are Valenciennes in France and Mons in Belgium.

AIRCRAFT

Seven Pilatus Porter B2H4 and B2H2 aircraft will be used throughout the competition. They will be fitted out as in annex 2.

PRE-EVENT TRAINING CAMPS

It will be possible to jump from August 2nd until the start of the competition. Jumps will cost 23€ up to and including 10000ft and 25€ above.
SAFETY INFORMATION

Use of an AAD is mandatory in France and a helmet must be worn (hard or soft).
INSURANCE

All competitors must have full third party insurance valid in France and also have insurance to cover medical expenses and repatriation in the case of injury. In case of problem please contact the organiser.
Liability insurance coverage to third parties for the event is provided by the organizer. Any damage to the hotels etc is the responsibility of the persons involved. Personal items and equipment are under participants’ responsibility.

JUDGES EQUIPMENT

The type of judging equipment to be used will be determined by the Judge’s Committee at the next IPC meeting and will be communicated in Bulletin 2.
REGISTRATION AND PAYMENT

The Preliminary Entry form of a NAC must reach the organiser at least 75 days prior to the start of the competition i.e. by May 26th.
The Official Entry form and the payment must reach the organiser at least 45 days before the competition i.e. by June 25th.
