LOCATION OF EVENTS

PSC is situated at the Wonderboom Airport, 15 km from downtown Pretoria and 78 kilometres from downtown JHB.  This is 45 minutes drive from the OR Tambo International Airport in JHB.  All international flights arrive at the OR Tambo International airport situated in the east of Johannesburg.  Johannesburg is the largest city in South Africa and Pretoria, the capital city, is situated within a few minutes drive. A scheduled shuttle service will be arranged by the organisers from OR Tambo to the Drop Zone (45min drive).  All the major car rental agencies have offices at the International airport and at the Wonderboom Airport and competitors are responsible for their own local transportation.

AIRCRAFT

Two aircrafts will be used, a King Air B90, side door, exit speed 90 knots and a PAC XL 750, side door, exit speed 90 knots.  

PRE-EVENT TRAINING CAMPS

The DZ will concentrate on CP only for the training dates and competition dates and no fun jumps or other disciplines will be allowed.  The King Air will be used for the training dates at a cost of 23 USD per jump.

SAFETY INFORMATION

Use of an AAD is not mandatory in South Africa and competitors are advised to adhere to the standard rules of their Associations.  The use of a hard helmet is mandatory in South Africa, soft helmets are not permitted.

INSURANCE

The organisers (PSC) will provide cover for Public third party Liability.  All competitors must have personal and full medical insurance to cover medical expenses and repatriation 

in the case of injury.  Any damage to the hotels etc is the responsibility of the persons involved.  Personal items and equipment are under participant’s responsibility.

DROP ZONE FACILITIES
The facilities include a good sized club house with a canteen, bar, pool table, two TV’s (Including Satellite TV), DVD players and 1.5 X 1.2 meter large screen and large shaded patio overlooking the drop zone. The well maintained ablution facilities include 9 showers on two different geysers, 6 toilets and a urinal.  A large camping area for tent and caravans with electricity is available. There is NO CHARGE for staying on the Drop Zone. All of this is situated on two acres of immaculate lawn area under 150 trees and 6 thatched umbrellas, with swimming pool, fire pit and barbecue facilities. 

Shaded area is situated behind the club house. The airport has a large Italian Restaurant and hotel plus two ATM’s. There are numerous guest houses, shopping centres, cinemas and restaurants, gym’s and sporting facilities within a 10 km radius of the drop zone.

Rigging Facilities are available on site and there is a canteen on site open for Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner.  There are several restaurants and food outlets, as well as supermarkets 10 min away.  There are also major shopping centres and the business district is 15 min from the DZ.  There are amenities and ablution facilities available on the DZ.
