Report to the IGC on WAG2001 - Gliding.

The preparations for the World Air Games 2001 in Spain is keep going at a good pace, in July 1999 we run a very successful XXXI Spanish Nationals Championship, with a large international participation, in that championship we tested the organizational structures, the scoring methods and the FlyTrack system (the base of the Glide 3D project). For us was the way to set the  core team that will run the next two championships, “La Mancha Glide” and the WAG2001 gliding event. 

This year from June 26th. till July 9th.  we will run the “La Mancha Glide” the gliding test event for the WAG2001, we expect 65 competitors from all over the world and to be a hilarious event. On January 2000 will be sent the 1st. bulletin to all the NACs and to the FAI’s IGC internet mailing list.

For the structure of the WAG2001 Gliding championship, the Spain bid was to compete only with World Class gliders for the 3rd. World Class World Championship, however we realized  that will be very difficult to gather 80 gliders PW5, based on the experience of the 2nd. WCWC in Lezno this year, so the Gliding section of the “ Federación Española Aeronáutica (FAE) ”  propose to add to the competition the 1st. World Integrated 18M Class Championship, in addition to the 3rd  WCWC. The split that we expect, will be 30 gliders of 18M and 50 gliders PW5, for a grand total of 80 gliders that is the maximum that we can handle. This split will be flexible based on the experience of “La Mancha Glide” and the preliminary entries.
