Austrian Aeroclub in cooperation with the Sportfliegerclub Ried

The championship will take place at the airfield „Ried – Kirchheim“ (LOLK) in 


Upper Austria, Austria. 


The airfield is situated appx. 10 km west of the city of Ried/Innkreis   (11.000 


inhabitants). Ried is situated between Linz (80 km) and Salzburg (60 km). 


Elevation is 1350 ft msl.


Operator  of the airfield is the Sportfliegerclub Ried Kirchheim.


Runway:  12/30   Concrete, runway length is now 750 m


Facilities: Refuelling station (100LL, Mogas, oil..15W40.), Control tower, 



      Maintenance, public phones, restaurant, hangars, different buildings


Frequency: Ried Info   122,65 Mhz

Competition area covers mixed terrain, from flat farm land to hills, lakes,  

                     woods and villages.

                     The maximum terrain elevation in the competition area is 3000 ft.

Weather may vary, but most typically for this time of the year are temperatures

between 20°C and 30°C during the day with good visibilities. Occasional afternoon showers and thunderstorms are possible.

Team Members:


A team manager who preferably should not be a competing pilot should head 


each national team.


Each participating country is allowed to send a maximum of 5 competing 


pilots.


Each competing pilot has to have a PPL or a licence of a higher grade, valid 


for flights with the competition aircraft in Austria and a 


valid FAI Sporting Licence. If a Licence Validation in Austria is necessary for 


some pilots, required information will be given in time upon request.


Each participating country is entitled to send int. judges /judge observers.


All flight operations during the competition have to be conducted according the 


National Austrian Aeronautical rules and regulations 

VIII


Aircraft and Insurance


Each competing aircraft must possess a valid Certificate of Airworthiness.


Each Aircraft has to be operated according its Certificate of Airworthiness.


Each competing aircraft must be insured against third party liability claims with 


at least EUR..2,910.000.—. Pilots must be able to present upon arrival in 


Austria the insurance-certificate with a copy in English, certified by the 


insurance company.


Each aircraft must be equipped with a working ELT!


Health and injury insurance is the sole responsibility of the participants, the 


organiser does not take any responsibility for this subject.

Arrivals


For those, travelling by commercial airlines arrivals should be planned for 


Linz or Salzburg airport.


Transport from Linz or Salzburg airport can be arranged for a fee of EURO  


20.— (Price per car, up to 3 Persons!)    


Please announce arrival and demand for transport in time !!


For those coming with their own aircraft, custom clearance will be organised 


in Ried;
