BULLETIN 1
The Hellenic Aeronautical and Airsports Federation, in conjunction with the Aeromodelling Division, is pleased to invite all FAI NAC's to participate in the 2nd World Championships for Radio Controlled Thermal Duration Gliders, Class F3J, to be held in Greece (Corfu island - Kerkira) in July 2000. This Bulletin gives the outline details of this event. Further bulletins containing more detailed information will be sent to participating nations during the months leading up to the event.

National Airports Controlling Bodies (NAC’s) are asked to respond to the organizers, by January 30, 2000 at the latest, indicating their intention to enter, or not, by completing the enclosed Entry Form 1 and returning (by fax or email preferably) it to the address indicated. This will assist the organizers, to offer better quality services to all participants. This will contribute also to better pricing for hotel accommodations and transportation expenses.
Formal entries should be submitted by returning the Entry Form 2, which will be forwarded with Bulletin 2 in February, together with the correct fees, to the organizers by April 30, 2000.

We must emphasise that failure to:

· Send the enclosed Entry Form 1 on time, may lead to complications regarding accommodations in the approved hotels. 

· Send Entry Form 2 and Entry fees on time, will lead to problems and possible non-acceptance of the participation

Important details about the event are as follows:

1. Event:

2nd World Championships (WC) for Thermal Duration Gliders, Class F3J. Entries from Individuals and National teams are invited. Separate classes for Seniors and Juniors (individual and team) will be held. A competitor is considered to be a junior up to and including the year in which he attains the age of 18.

The reigning F3J World Champion, Mr. Joe Wurts (USA) is also invited to participate, to defend his individual title

(*) The intent will be to fly as many rounds as can be reasonably accommodated in the four days allocated for flying (our estimate is at least nine senior and seven junior rounds), followed by the four fly - off rounds in senior category if accepted by all participants and two fly – off rounds for junior category.  Flying will commence at 9:00 am each day and finish at about 7 pm.

6. Teams:

Every member in good standing with FAI, may enter a national team consisting of three pilots and a Team manager. When flying, each pilot is also allowed, according to the rules, to have three helpers, one of which may be the team manager. 

7. Competition Rules

The championship will be flown in accordance with the current FAI Sporting Code, Section 4, together with all applicable general rules and regulations, including rule changes approved up to, and including, the time of the CIAM Plenary meeting of March 2000. 

8. FAI License

Competitors and team managers must be in possession of a valid FAI Sporting License, obtainable from NAC'S. This license is to be presented at registration prior to participation in the championship, and will be retained by the organizers until the end of the event. Failure to present a valid FAI License will result in non-participation.

9. FAI Specification Certificates

Each competitor must present a fully and correctly completed FAI Specification Certificate for each model entered in the championship, in accordance with Section 4c Part 2, Item 2.3.5 of the FAI Sporting Code. These Specification Certificates must be certified and stamped by your NAC. Models presented for registration which are not properly processed with FAI certificates and stickers by their NAC, shall be processed by the organizers at a cost of US$ 10 per model.

10. Awards:

1. WC: Seniors: the first three individuals and teams will be awarded FAI medals. The individual winner will become the World Champion and the second holder of the (perpetual) "Neil Webb" Memorial Trophy. 

2. WC: Juniors: The first three winning individuals and teams will be awarded FAI medals.

11. Frequencies:

The following RC frequencies are allowed for use by the aeromodellers in Greece:

35 MHz

35.000 to 35.250 (in steps of 10Khz spacing);

27 MHz 
26.975, 26.995, 27.020, 27.045, 27.070, 27.095, 27.120, 27.145, 27.170, 27.195, 27.220, 27.245, 27.270;

Government approval for local use of the following RC Bands is being sought for use at the championship:

40 MHz, 41 MHz, 50 MHz, 53 MHz, 60 MHz, 72 MHz 

If your team members intend to use any other band please specify this on the Entry Form 1 special field 



It should be noted that the granting of an occasional use licence should not be assumed. It is strongly recommended that teams enter on the same frequency, and possess at least two alternative frequencies. The 27 MHz band is legally shared with other users including Citizens Band Radio [CB]. The 35 MHz band is solely for model aircraft and is safe and recommended band.

Notification of the final list of allowable RC frequencies will be given in Bulletin No 3.

13. Contest site:

The championship will be flown from a private farm, named Ropas Valley near the village called Ermones, approximately 20km from the city of Kerkira. The flying field useable for the competition is approximately 500m X 500m

The contest field headquarters will consist of a marquee tent while the championship headquarters will be situated at the Sunmarotel Ermones Beach, 5km's from the contest site.

14. Weather:

The time of the championship, the Greek summer, provides warm and sunny days, with an average day time temperature of between 27 and 34 degrees Celsius, and night-time temperatures of 22 degrees and warmer. Wind speeds should average 2-3 m/s and prolonged rain is not common for the area during that period. Visitors should take precautions against sunburn, which is very severe. 

15. Protest Fee

A protest may be submitted in accordance with the FAI Sporting Code, Section 4b, item B.14, accompanied by a protest fee of US$ 35, refundable if the protest is upheld.

16. Entry Fees

Entry fees to the World Championships are: 

250 USD for each team manager;

250 USD for each senior competitor


100 USD for each junior competitor;

  50 USD for each official helper;

Official Press people do not have to pay entry fees

Only Officials plus holders of competitor, team manager, official helper or accredited press passes will be given access to the 'air - side" flying area. All others will have free access to the spectator areas only. 

These fees do not include any meals or accommodation.

All the entry fees are to be paid to the organizers before April 30, 2000. For a waiver to this requirement, a special arrangement will have to be negotiated with the organizers. This will only be granted in very exceptional circumstances. Late entries, received after April 30, 2000, will be surcharged 10 % and will only be accepted if space permits. Details about payment methods will be in Bulletin 2.
17. Official Language

The working language for interpretation of the rules and the settlement of all matters of dispute shall be English.

18. Greek Entry Requirements

All entrants to Greece need a valid passport, and visitors from some countries may need a Visa. Please cheek with your travel agent or your local Greek Consulate or Embassy.

19. Accommodation:

A range of accommodation for teams will be provided locally in hotels 

Hotels:

Competition Headquarters will be in Sunmarotel Ermones which is an A class Hotel placed 5 Km from the competition area. Also a B class Hotel Pink Palace at Ag.Gordios, and a D class Hotel Magdalena at Ropas Valley will be available for the competitors.

Please indicate your requirements on the entry form. It is recommended to specify which hotel you prefer on the Entry Form 1. Corfu is a very crowed area during summer so early reservation is mandatory. Organizers may not be able to provide accommodation per rates and hotels stated if Entry Form 1 is not returned completed by January 30. Rates have been calculated on a double bed basis. If single room or a three beds room is required please mention this on the Entry Form 1.   

20. Camping:

Camping is available at a distance of 3 Km from the competition site in a well-organized place called “Vatos Camping”. There is the possibility to accommodate your car or caravan or rent a tent if you don’t like to carry your own. There is a restaurant and a mini market inside the area. Also electricity supply is available as well. Those interested for camping you should contact  “Vatos Camping” directly for reservations at the following numbers.

Camping will not be available by the competition area and law prohibits free camping. 

21. Meals:

Arrangements will be made for competitors to purchase refreshments, non-alcoholic drinks and light food on the flying field on competition days only. 

22.  Banquet:

The (optional) banquet and prize giving ceremony will be held on Saturday, July 8th, tickets will cost USD 40 per person.

23. International Access

Most international airlines have scheduled services to Kerkira International Airport during summer. Also there are more than 5 flights per day from Athens International Airport. 

You can reach also Corfu, by boat. There are sea schedules to Corfu from Italy (Ancona - Brindisi – Bari – Venice) or from Greek mainland (Patra or Igoumenitsa). Organizers are in contact with shipping companies in order to provide better pricing for the participants. Please indicate your preference in Entry Form 1 and we will be able to provide a quotation until mid February.  

24. Customs

It is very important that all equipment be declared at the port of exit and upon entering Greek territory, to avoid unnecessary delays with clearance and the possibility of importation charges. Arrangements will be made with customs personnel at all Greek entry points so that they are aware of an influx of "sporting equipment”. More details to follow on Bulletin 2.

25. Transportation

Transfer from your entry point in Greece, to the contest site and lodging is the responsibility of each team/individual and must be arranged as such. Rental vehicles will be available from various well-known car-hire companies, at competitive rates. Please indicate whether you require a car rental service at Entry Form 1.

26. Insurance

Personal health and travel insurance, and repatriation fees are the sole responsibility of a visitor to Greece. The organizers have arranged coverage for all pilots for model aircraft accidents involving injury to others and damage to property. The organizers are not responsible for theft or damage to equipment and models.
27. National Flags and Anthems

Each national team is requested to bring with them to the championship:

* One standard national flag of approximately 120 x 150cm

* A cassette tape or CD with their national anthem

28. Electricity

For electrical appliances and charging equipment, electricity in Greece operates on 220 volts, 50Hz, with wall sockets of the round, 2-pin.
