Opening: The President opened the meeting at 9.00 a.m. on December 2. At the opening, Mr. Eilif Ness, president of   FAI,             welcomed the participants.

1.
AGENDA ITEM 1-2. REPORTS - GENERAL CONFERENCE AND CASI
The FAI Secretary General reported on the 1999 FAI General Conference held in  Limassol (Cyprus) on 21/22 October. Iran joined the FAI as active member. CIAM President, Mr. Sandy Pimenoff, was re-elected President of the General Air Sports Commission (CASI) in the meeting which took place in Cyprus in connection with the FAI General Conference. The CASI have drawn up rules for UAV’s (Unmanned Aerial Vehicles) covering particularly the record aspects of these models, which partially overlap aeromodels.

2.
AGENDA ITEMS 3 TO 8.  1999 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS

 Written reports were submitted on the following 1999 World Championships:

· Free Flight, Classes F1A, F1B and F1C  - Israel;

· Free Flight Slope Soaring  (Senior and Junior), Class F1E – Slovakia;

· Radio Control Aerobatics, Class F3A – United States;

· Radio Control Thermal Soaring Gliders, Class F3B – South Africa;

· Radio Control Helicopter, Class F3C - Poland;

· Radio Control Pylon, Class F3D – Sweden;

Specific mention was made of the following:

a) Free Flight (Seniors and Juniors) –  The Championships were successful, but it was recommended not to run Junior and Senior events simultaneously: too much work for the organiser and less attention to the Juniors classes.

b) Radio Control Helicopter – The World Championship had a record attendance with 74 contestants from 30 countries.

c)      Radio Control Pylon – The participation of 18 countries represented a record for the category.

3.
AGENDA ITEMS  9 TO 13. 1999 CONTINENTAL CHAMPIONSHIPS
Written reports were submitted for the following 1999 Continental Championships:

· Free Flight Juniors, Classes F1A, F1B and F1J - Israel

· Control Line, Classes F2A, F2B, F2C and F2D  (Seniors and Juniors) - Spain;

· Radio Control  Thermal Duration Gliders, Class F3J (Seniors and Juniors) - Romania; 

· Control Line and  Radio Control Scale, Classes F4B and F4C – Czech Republic;

· Radio Control Electric Flight,  Gliders Class F5B and Pylon Racing Class F5D - Sweden;  

Specific mention was made of the following:

a) Free Flight Juniors ​– Participation in F1J was disappointing.

b) Control Line – The team classifications were announced at the beginning of the banquet, where not all the participants were present, without podium, flags, anthems and prizes. 

c) Radio Control Thermal Duration Gliders – The staff operating the computing of results was unskilled and unreliable, so the Jury had to check all details and discovered many mistakes. The start of the fly-off rounds was thus delayed for 5 hours.

4.
AGENDA ITEMS 14 TO 16/B.  WORLD CUPS

Written reports were submitted for the Free Flight, Control Line, Space Model  and Electric World Cups.


Specific mention was made of the following:

a) Free Flight: F1A was won by Pieter De Boer (The Netherlands), F1B by the previous winner Oleg Kulakosvky (Ukraine), F1C by the Ukraine Eugene Verbitsky, winner for the fourth consecutive year. In F1E, the winner was Daniel Petcu (Romania). 

b) Control Line: F2A was won by Norbert Schmitz (Germany), F2B by Gilbert Beringer (France), the team Pascal Surugue/George Surugue (France) won in F2C and Stanislav Tchorni  (Ukraine) in class F2D.

c) Space Models:  in class S6A the winner was Vladimir Mosin (Lithuania), in S8E  Michael Zitnan (Slovakia) and in S7 Mikulas Szabo (Slovakia).

d) Electric Powered Models:  the World Cup is organised every two years, when there is no F5 World Championship. The Bureau positively commented the large entries in category F5B (60 competitors) and in F5D (19). The winners were respectively Urs Leodolter (Switzerland) and Jens Bartels (Germany).

e) Mr. Bartovsky, Chairman F3B Subcommittee, pointed out that two new World Cups will be established in 2000: class F3B and F3J.

5. AGENDA ITEM  17 – 18. LETTER OF PROTEST CONCERNING SCALE CONTINENTAL CHAMPIONSHIP

         The Bureau discussed a letter of complaint, signed by three countries,  regarding F4B judges at the European Championships for classes F4B-F4C , and decided to investigate in order to clear up the situation. 

6.
AGENDA ITEMS 19 TO 28. REPORTS OF SUBCOMMITTEE CHAIRMEN.

a)
Free Flight - Ian Kaynes.  The Subcommittee has 19 members. A meeting was held during the World Championships in Israel and four circular letters had been issued.

b)
Control Line - Dr. Laird Jackson. A drive to connect all members via Internet has been nearly concluded. Each category is coordinated by one of the “core” members of the S/C who together form an executive group. A major work of revising the F2B  Judges Guide has been completed.

c)      R/C Aerobatics – Ron Chidgey. No report was available.

d)
R/C Glider -Tomáš Bartovský. The R/C Subcommittee has 15 members, one circular letter was distributed. 

e)
R/C Helicopter - Horace Hagen. A S/C meeting took place during the W.Ch. in Poland with the participation of 14 members. 

f)
R/C Pylon – Bob Brown. A written report was available. The S/C is currently working on noise proposals.

g)
Scale – Narve Jensen. The Chairman was present but a report was available on disc. The S/C has 26 members and above all discussed the new weight limit for F4C. The F4B Flight Judges Guide has been revised.

h) R/C Electric - Emil Giezendanner.  No written report available. The Chairman was present and gave a verbal report. 

i) Space - Srdjan Pelagic.  A written report was presented. The S/C has 19 members, who convened twice during major international events. Five circular letters were sent to the members.

j) Education and Information - Mike Colling.  A written report was presented.

The Bureau expressed general appreciation for the work of the various Subcommittees but, in addition of the usual written report, suggested for the future a verbal report  explaining new trends and plans for the development of any category.

The Bureau meeting strongly remarked that three Subcommittee Chairmen, all from the same country, were not present: it was really disappointing and not acceptable.

The Bureau criticised the Free Flight Subcommittee for the alarming situation in the Junior classes, as demonstrated by the poor entries in the last Junior European Championships. The number of competitors goes down especially in F1J,  differently from other categories, and the negative trend has continued  for years in F1C, too.  The Bureau will continue to monitor the situation.

AGENDA ITEM 42 AND 43 . WORLD AIR GAMES (WAG) 2001.

A written report describing the progress of situation was presented by WAG Managing Director, Srecko Medven. During discussion, the Spanish representatives declined to host the newly defined events for RC artistic aerobatics and helicopters. The CIAM President was highly disappointed, as these artistic events had been awarded to WAG and organisers themselves originally expressed their enthusiasm for them: so the best solution was to delete the special F3A/F3C events and concentrate the attention on F2 Open European Championships (4 classes) and F4B/F4C Open European Championships and Large Scale. 

On the table there was also a proposal from the Electric Subcommittee to organise an international Youth Camp on the occasion of the WAG: 24 young people, aged from 15 to 18, will plan and build RC Solar Powered Model in teams comprising various nationalities. At the end there will be an international Solar Powered Flight Symposium. The young should be selected by the NAC.

Another initiative for young people during WAG has also been announced by the Netherlands. These two proposals will have to be dealt with by the WAG coordinator and the CIAM Plenary too.

The Bureau strongly recommended that a bulletin with all required information (fees, jury, etc) to be sent to  Bureau Officers well in advance before the presentation of the event, so as to be on the table during  discussion in the appropriate Bureau meeting. It was also defined that, when presented, all entry fees will have to be indicated in CHF (Swiss Francs).

11.
AGENDA ITEM 45 AND 46. CIAM SPORTING CODE REVISION

The Bureau examined the continuous growth of the Sporting Code, increasing in eight years from the 200 pages in small format of the 1993 edition to the 400 pages in A4 format of the next 2001 edition. In the last year, about 150 proposals of changes were presented and now there will be more than 40 pages of amendments. The Bureau found an extremely alarming situation, because such a Code, in this manner, is useful to nobody, above all when year after year at the Plenary Meeting are presented proposals which will amend the amendments of the previous year. A newcomer cannot understand the Code. So there will be taken measures to put the Sporting Code in a reasonable way:

a) stricter adherence to the 4-year term;

b) more responsibility to the Chairmen of the Subcommittees;

c) possibly splitting the Code into a General section and as many separate sections as the categories (F1, F2, F3, F4, F5, Space, etc.) demand;

d) more impetus to electronic processing of the Sporting Code.

In particular, the Bureau sees as prime duty and responsibility of the Technical Subcommittee Chairmen to bring the changes of the Code to a reasonable level: not stopping proposals, of course, but enforcing better self-discipline. The proposals for changes as safety or clarification matters will be handled more strictly by the Subcommitte Chairmen, who will have to strictly check proposals before being submitted to the Plenary Meeting. 

The President continues his work to review the current complete  Section 4 to correct inconsistent language and linguistic discrepancies.

12. AGENDA ITEM 47. CIAM FLYER

It was discussed if the next issue of the CIAM Flyer should be printed or produced as an electronic version for the Web. It was noted that not all NAC.s are web-linked and that some young people are much more used to surf in the web than others. On the other side, if on the web, the CIAM Flyer must be updated with results and comments of the events to be useful to anyone, but this work cannot be charged to the FAI Office, which hasn’t any duty as editorial office of the magazine. The FAI Office, however, is available to transfer to the web information already prepared by others and to give technical help.

It was decided to move from the printed to the electronic version in the future. Next issue will still be a printed version but a working group has been established to report to the Plenary Meeting on guidelines for future CIAM Flyers on the web. The group is headed by Jack Sile, CIAM Flyer editor, and is made up of five members: Ian Kaynes (Free Flight has already up-to-date results on the web, edited by Kaynes himself), Andras Ree, Antonis Papadopulos, Guy Revel and Mike Colling. 

The Bureau also put stress on the need to have much more material to present on the web: items attracting people, above all the young, such as informative articles, and not only reports of events. 

13. AGENDA ITEM 48 AND 49. PLENARY MEETING 2000

The Bureau checked the proposals presented for the next Plenary Meeting for conformity to paragraphs A.6 and A.7 of Section 4a of the Sporting Code.  In order to adhere to what decided for the Sporting Code revision (see items 45 and 46 above), there was a very strict control. Some proposals, not fitting with the formal requirements of the Code, have been returned back to the appropriate NAC to be re-submitted in the proper form. They will have to come back to the FAI office by the end of the year, otherwise they will be rejected.

The Bureau will present proposals to the Plenary Meeting for changing the rule of implementation. The 4-year term will not apply in general, that is to say from an edition of the Sporting Code to another, but category by category, in relation to the year of a World Championship. The categories will be divided in two groups: those having a W/Ch in odd year, and those having in even year. A starting date should be found: for classes which had a World Championships in 1999, the starting date is 2000: so the changes will come into effect in 2004, one year before the next W/Ch; for categories having W/Ch in 2000, the starting date is 2001, so the changes will be effective in 2005.

The specific artistic programme for classes F3A and F3C to be run in the World Air Games has been delegated for better investigation to the relevant Subcommittees.

It was confirmed that the next Plenary Meeting will be held in Lausanne, at the Olympic Museum, on March 23 and 24; the Bureau Meeting on March 22.

14. AGENDA ITEM 50. SPORTING CALENDAR 2000

The 2000 Sporting Calendar was accurately examined. It was noted that in many events no alternative dates has been indicated, nor sanction fees paid, nor contact people indicated. If the fees are not paid by the end of the year, the event will be removed by the Sporting Calendar.

15. AGENDA ITEM 51. WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS MEDALS

The Bureau reminded that in 2000, after a transitional period, the cost for medals for  World Championships will be charged to the organisers of Championships. The average cost of a medal is US$ 25-30. Actually, medals are awarded only in the W/Ch at the first three individuals and to the first team, team manager included. FAI diplomas are also given  to the second and third placing teams.

Finally, the number of  medals to be purchased is: 42 gold, 42 silver, 42 bronze for individual placings; 129 gold medals for team classification; 515 diplomas.

16. AGENDA ITEM 52. FAI CIAM AWARDS

One nomination for the award of the Aeromodelling Gold Medal, two for the award of the Alphonse Penaud Diploma and one for the new Frank Ehling Diploma were examined for compliance with the rules: all were accepted, except that for the nominee for the Aeromodelling Gold Medal. As this person’s behaviour has attracted some complaints, the Bureau will have to clear the situation with further action.

17. AGENDA ITEM 53. AIR SPORTS INTERNATIONAL

The item  was discussed in conjunction with CIAM Flyer, as the presence of aeromodelling in the two magazines should be coordinated. The Air Sports International is published monthly and exists only on the web. Results and aeromodelling contests could enter in the Air Sports International: the next Bureau Meeting in March will decide what can be incorporated and will choose a coordinator.

18. AGENDA ITEM 54. CIAM TROPHIES

Three new trophies were officially announced:  by Italy for the World Cup in classes F5B and F5D, and by the United Kingdom for general team classification at the European Championships in classes  F1A, F1B, F1C.

It was recommended that the FAI Jury should get involved in an accurate observation of trophies’ condition at the event, and to report to the CIAM Secretary when necessary.

19. ANY OTHER BUSINESS

- The Bureau decided to put on the FAI website a proposal from the UK for safety measures for RC power models after a tragedy occurred in the United Kingdom: the Bureau strongly recommends the Plenary Meeting to accept this proposal. 

- The Bureau decided that 2000 World Championships for categories F1D, F1E, F2 and Scale will be suggested as images for the realization of a 26’ film on Air Sports for international TV;

- Mr. Andras Ree, third Vice President, was nominated CIAM Treasurer: in collaboration with FAI Office, he will check the payment of sanction fees for international contests and medal payments by the organisers.

- It was noted that the next Bureau Meeting will take place in Lausanne on Wednesday, March 22, 2000; the Plenary Meeting on  Thursday 23 and Friday 24, all in Lausanne.
