1.	OPENING.	The Chairman opened the meeting at  9.03 AM on the 5th December.



2.	AGENDA ITEM 1. - Minutes of the March 1996 Bureau and Plenary Meetings.



a)	The Minutes of the March 1996 Bureau meeting  were approved as circulated.



b)	Minutes of the March 1996 Plenary Meeting



I)	Paragraph 7c - the omission of bid by Israel to host the 1999 F1A, F1B and F1C World Championships was noted.



II)	The Minutes as  corrected to record the Israeli  offer were approved.



�3.	AGENDA ITEM 2 - 1996 General Conference of the FAI



The Secretary General reported that:



a)	The Statutes had been  amended to permit the President to hold office for up to six years.



b)	The 1999 General Conference would be held in Cyprus with that for 1998 being in Toulouse, France.



c)	Bids for the second World Air Games had been invited.



4.	AGENDA ITEM 3. - Reports by Jury Presidents on 1996 World Championships.

a)	F1A, F1B and F1C (Junior) - Poland.  Oral report by CIAM 1st Vice President.   The Championships were well organised.  There had been a problem with the rule permitting only juniors to assist juniors (the same problem was experienced in Space Models ). The problem had, however, been satisfactorily resolved by the Jury. It was noted that the Championships was the last at which F1C would be flown by juniors.

b)	F1D  (Senior and Junior) - USA.  Oral report by Chairman of Free Flight Subcommittee.  There had been 33 competitors from 11 countries but only one junior from the USA making the junior Championships a non-event.  Juniors from China had entered but did not arrive. Conditions at the site, which had a 45 metre ceiling with some obstructions, were good with high scores recorded but results were poorly displayed. Diplomas had not been prepared for presentation at  the banquet which was described as an anti-climax. The Championships was generally successful.

c)	F2A, F2B, F2C, F2D - Sweden.  Oral report by Chairman of the C/L Subcommittee.  The site on an inactive airfield was excellent with some housing and camping available on site. Othe accommodation was in nearby hotels and hostels.  The weather was mostly good and organisation smooth.  There is a need to improve the processing of F2C tanks.  The presentation of awards was delayed by problems in calculations of points.

d)	F5B and F5D  - Czech Republic. A written report was presented with additional comment from the Subcommittee Chairman..  F5B had 50 entries from 17 countries, F5D had 23 from 9 countries.  There were two protests in F5B, one was denied and one was accepted. There were no protests in F5D. Delays in returning F5D transmitters to the pound  had delayed starting of F5B flying.  There also had been a technical problem with an automatic system  of monitoring motor “on-off”.  The new safety rules had worked well although there was concern about the five minute distance task. 

e)	F4B and F4C - France.  Oral report by Chairman of the Scale Subcommittee.  There had 	been some small organisational problems  and also a problem with wind and a narrow runway. There had been two protests.  The Championships had been very good. 

f) 	Space Models - Slovenia. A written  report was presented with additional comment by the CIAM 2nd Vice-President.  Two competition days were lost to weather. The organisation was poor.  There was only one portable public address system and no commentary.  Results were late.  The banquet for 320 people was held on two floors.  The Bureau must scrutinise bids more carefully and refuse to sanction a World Championship if it not organised properly.

5.	AGENDA ITEM 4 - Reports by Jury Presidents on Continental Championships.

a)	European F1A, F1B, F1C - Italy. Written  report by CIAM 1st Vice President.  There were 185 entries in the three classes from 28 countries. There had been two protests, one  over an untimed flight in F1A. Both protests were rejected. 

b)	European F1E  (Senior and Junior) - Romania .  A written report was presented.  The weather had not been good.  Two members of the nominated Jury were unable to attend and were replaced.  

 c)	European F3A - Czech Republic  A written report was presented with additional comment by the CIAM 2nd Vice President.   The Championships was well organised but the weather  was bad.  There was one protest which was not upheld. There were language problems, a lack of knowledge by some competitors and by local personnel of the rules, and a lack of experienced help.  The FAI Logo had been altered on all documents, diplomas and medals.  The organiser was advised that the Logo was registered and must not be altered. 

d)	European 	F3C - Finland.  Oral report by the Chairman of the F3C Subcommittee.   The weather  was good. The site too was good although a bit narrow.  There 41 competitors from 16 countries.  The one protest was denied.Very successful championships.

e)	Asian-Oceanic F3A - Australia. (Not listed on the agenda). Oral report by the Chairman of the F3A Subcommittee.  The Championships was probably the first continental championships held outside of Europe. There were competitors from seven countries. The weather was good.  There were no protests.  The organisation was good. 



6.	1996 World Cups - Reports by Coordinators.



a)	Free Flight - Chairman of Free Flight subcommittee. A written report was presented.  There were 2140 participants in 37 contests.  Late results from two competitions were not included.  There had been a protest regarding a flyoff  which the World Cup Jury believed it should not consider, it not involving selection of events or allocation of points. As a consequence, a rule change was recommended.  No progress had been made on the production of medals.   



b) 	Control Line - Written report by Coordinator. There were 51 competitors in 13 contests in F2A, 137 in 16 in F2B, 68 in 12 in F2C and 58 in 6 in F2D from 22 countries.  The Chairman of the Control line Subcommittee reported that there was one protest which involved the coordinator  who was also a World Cup Jury member. Another problem was that the Team Race Jury at this event did not have a language in common and that not all were on the approved list. As a consequence, the World Cup Coordinator was not involved in that juries’ decision which was to suspend for 1997 the World Cup competition in Valladolid, Spain, subject to approval of the Bureau. Consideration  of the recommendation was deferred. Refer to  paragrah 20. The need to distinguish between the FAI Jury and the officials ruling on events in F2C and F2D, also called juries, was mentioned as was the need for more nominations for competition officials.  It was noted that juniors, whose participation is integrated into the general competition, had achieved a good result and were not disadvantaged  by competing against seniors.  The Subcommittee Chairman recommended that  the integration of juniors with seniors continue for at least two more World Championships. 



c)	Space Models - Written report by Coordinator.  There were 188 competitors at 7  competitions in S6A,  39 in 4 in S7 and 99 in 7 in S8E.  There was one protest in S7 which was rejected. 



7.	AGENDA ITEM 6 - Reports by Subcommittee Chairmen



a)	Free Flight:  The Subcommittee has 18 members. Business was conducted by e-mail and correspondence. There were three circular letters issued. A meeting was not possible during the year because the Free Flight European Championships and the F1D World Championships were run at the same time.



b)	Control line:  A meeting was held at the end of the C/L World Championships between the competitors, the Jury and members of the Subcommittee.  This had resulted in proposals for rule changes.  Mr Delors (France) had done a great deal of work on the C/L World Cup.



c)	R/C Aerobatics. The Subcommittee was relatively inactive, the rules not needing change. The Chairman is working on a judging analysis programme to identify bias and/or incompetence.



d)	R/C Soaring:  A written report was presented.  The Subcommittee has 15 members.  Business was conducted by three circular letters and correspondence.  Many international F3B contests are not being included in the FAI Contest Calendar because of the sanction fee, the need for competitors to have a FAI Sporting Licence and the cost of meeting the requirements for a jury.  In F3J, the safety of those towing the models is of concern. All NACs are reminded they have the right to withdraw the licence of any competitor entering a non-recognized event.



e)	R/C Helicopter:  A meeting was held at the F3C European Championships with nine Subcommittee members attending.  This had resulted in some changes being recommended to the rules to be adopted in 1997. 



f)	R/C Pylon:   A wriiten report was read. All those nominated to the R/C pylon Subcommittee  were invited to be members but there were few replies. Correspondence was conducted on an individual basis.



g)	Scale:  There are 18 Subcommittee members eight of whom attended a meeting held at the 1996 Scale World Championships.  There was a problem with the noise rule relating to  gas turbine engines. These could record up to 115 dB at high frequencies on the ground but this reduced to a whistle in the air. Ducted fans could be quitened.  Regarding the rules, those relating to bonus points should be deleted. 



h)	R/C Electric.  The meeting was referred to Newsletter 96-2 prepared by the Subcommittee Chairman.  A proposal for F5B/F5D World Cup has been submitted. A NAC had  submitted a proposal to amend the rules for the F5B distance task. 



i)	Information and Education.  A written report was presented.  It analysed the responses to a questionnaire issued to all NACs and to those nominated to the Subcommittee. Education activities were fragmented and face-to-face meetings  of Subcommittee members could not be held. The Chairman was advised to send a copy of his analysis to NAC Presidents. 



8.	AGENDA ITEM 7 - CIAM Flyer 1997.  Report by Editor.  The 1996 issue had been produced slightly under budget.  Competition reports and technical explanations for the 1997 issue were required by the 15th January.  He also asked that details on the winner of the 1996 Alphonse Penaud Diploma  (B Krasnorutsky - Russia)  be provided.

9.	AGENDA ITEM 8 - Report by Records Working Group.  The Technical secretary reported that the necessary time to complete the review had not been available. Work on the Sporting Code had taken priority. The study to date had not been thorough. The Bureau and the Subcommittee Chairmen would be given the opportunity to examine the recommendations once the Working Group had completed its review. 



10.	AGENDA ITEM 9 - Record Claims from AMA/ Hill/Rosenthal.  The claims submitted in the name of Rosenthal have been ratified.

d)	The Free Flight, F3B and F3C Subcommittee Chairman and the Polish delegate on behalf of  the Space Model Subcommittee examined the list of equipment to be provided by the organisers.



i)	Free Flight reported no omissions.

ii)	The F3B Subcommittee Chairman noted that the signalling equipment required servicing which had to be paid for and that he would provide the winch testing equipment.  Batteries would be available for purchase. 

iii)	The F3C Subcommittee requested  1) bibs, 2) more than one sound meter (two are offered) and  3) a backup computer.

iv)	Space models reported no omissions.



e)	At least one foreign expert was required to operate the radio frequency monitoring equipment - to be nominated by the F3B and F3C Subcommittee Chairmen.



f)	The fact that F3B, S8E and S4B  (all radio control events) were to be flown concurrently at the same site required more radio frequencies to be made available - an additional thirty frequencies could be necessary.



g)	F3C required a concrete helipad covered with carpet.



h)	Conditions were imposed by the FAI WAG Coordinating Committee on advertising on uniforms, equipment and models, including a requirement to advise the organisers by the 30th June of any such advertisements.  



15.	AGENDA ITEM 14 - CIAM Budget.  The budget for 1998 is required no later than June 1997.  It would be submitted for approval to the March Plenary meeting.  The  purchase of a model helicopter made by South African artisans at a cost of CHF 2000, approved by the 1996 meeting, is to be completed.





16. AGENDA ITEM 16 - Section 4 of the Sporting Code.  The Technical Secretary reported that the transfer of the contents of Section 4 of the Sporting Code to a computer file had been completed. All Judges’ and Jury Guides are now included in Section 4 as well as CIAM Provisional Rules and rules for World Cup events.   The F3A Subcommittee Chairman asked that all Subcommittee Chairmen who had not had the opportunity to review the relevant section be allowed time to do so.  The President agreed, requiring that details of the changes/corrections required be advised by the 15th December.



 17.  AGENDA ITEM 16 - Sale of Rights to Spanish Version of Section 4 of the Sporting Code.  The meeting agreed that, subject to:



a)	a notice being included stating that the official version of the Sporting Code was in English and that that  version took precedence over all other versions; and

b)	an agreement that the right to publish a Spanish version was not exclusive;



	the rights be sold for a Spanish version for CHF 1000.00.

19.	AGENDA ITEM 18 - Jury Handbook.  The attention of the meeting was drawn to a Jury Handbook produced by CASI.  All members of CIAM Juries were advised to comply with its instructions.	



20. AGENDA ITEM 19 - Contest Calendar. Applications for inclusion in the 1997 Sporting Calendar were reviewed. Spain had requested the listing of three Control Line World Cup  events, including one at Valladolid, the subject of a recommendation of the C/L World Cup Jury. (Refer Agenda Item 6.b)).  At the request of Spain, the meeting agreed to vary the jury recommendation regarding competitions at Valladolid  to the extent that Spain would be permitted to host only two C/L World Cup events in 1997. The Chairman of the C/L Subcommittee is to advise the FAI Office as to which one of the three is to be deleted from the calendar.

21.	AGENDA ITEM 20 - Proposals for the 1997 Plenary Meeting.  Proposals from the Chairmen of the Free Flight and the Control line Subcommittees as well as proposals from Spain  were received at the FAI Office after the deadline of the 15th November and were not accepted for inclusion in the agenda for the March 1997 Plenary meeting.  Those received by the deadline were accepted.



22.AGENDA ITEM 20 - Aeromodelling Awards.  Three nominations for the Aeromodelling Gold Medal, (from China, the United Kingdom and the Czech Republic),  two for the Antonov Diploma (from the United Kingdom and the Czech Republic)  and one for the Alphonse Penaud Diploma  from the Czech Republic were received at the FAI Office by the 15th November. All  complied with the requirements of the FAI By-laws and were accepted.  These nominations are at Annexes A1 to A6.  Another nomination for the Alphonse Penaud Diploma from Poland, received  at the FAI Office after the deadline, was not accepted.



23.	AGENDA ITEM 22 - Junior Awards at World Championship. The President reported that the FAI Office had been requested by the US Academy of Model Aeronautics (AMA) to provide medals and diplomas for the 1996 F1D (Junior) World Championships.  He pointed out that the Bureau had approved the USA holding the 1996 F1D World Championships at the Bureau meeting in January 1996.  The Bureau  had based its decision on information in Bulletin No. 1 received at the FAI Office on the 15th November 1995.  This Bulletin made no mention of a F1D (Junior) World Championships nor had a junior championships been mentioned during the oral presentation made on behalf of the AMA.  The Bureau had approved only a F1D World Championships.  Thus, the AMA request was completely out of order.



24.	AGENDA ITEM 23 -  World Air Games Promotional Videos. In a response to a request for promotional videos  for World Air Games, the Chairman asked for  suitable video footage, not restricted to the categories/classes being flown at the 1st World Air Games, so that video tapes could be prepared.  Material should be sent to M Colling, 403 Mossy Lea Road, Wrightington, Wigan, UN6 95B, United Kingdom.   



25.	AGENDA ITEM 24 - Aeromodelling Information on the Internet. The FAI has an on-line web site maintained by the FAI Executive Officer.  It was averaging 8000 “hits” per week.  Various FAI documents such as Sporting Codes, World Records, Statutes and By-laws, Sporting Calendar and Competition results, including that for the Free Flight World Cup, were available.  The information on the FAI computers was “read only” and all  carried a disclaimer.  With regard to airsports information published on the internet by individuals or groups other than the FAI or its Commissions, it was pointed out that the FAI Logo was registered and must not be used without FAI approval.  For information published by Airsport Commissions, the FAI Office could provide the text of a copyright notice in order to standardise phrasing.  Any  CIAM information for the internet must be sent to the FAI Office with a copy to the editor of the CIAM Flyer ( J Sile, 21 Bures Close, Stowmarket IP14 2PL  England; e-mail 100307.522@compuserve.com). The CIAM President would rule on information when its suitability was in doubt. 



26.	AGENDS ITEM 25 - National Bias of Judges.  The Chairman of the CIAM  F3A Subcommittee  is investigating several programmes to analyse judges’scores.  The best appeared to be the “TBA” programme used by the full scale aerobatic flyers since the 1970s. It had a 90% confidence level of detecting and rejecting biased or incompetent judges when used with a minimum of five judges and five competitors. With respect to Control line, two judges at the 1995 European Championships had been censured.  The analysis of judging at the 1996 C/L World Championships would be circulated to the judges and subcommittee members as soon as it was completed. The President warned that competitors were dis-satisfied with biased judging and that action was needed immediately.  He directed that the F3A Chairman  have a proposal on the matter for the Bureau meeting in March 1997.
