1.	AGENDA ITEM 1. AGENDA FOR THE MEETING



	The Chairman opened the meeting at 9.05 A.M. on the 4th December.  The proposed agenda was agreed.



2. 	AGENDA ITEM 2.  MINUTES OF THE MARCH 1997 BUREAU AND MARCH 1997 PLENARY 	MEETINGS.



a)	The Minutes of the March 1997 Bureau meeting were approved as circulated.



b)	Two errors in the Minutes of the Plenary Meeting were noted:



i)	Page 12,  Minute F.4. III.  New Rule 5.6.2.4.  The proposal was NOT accepted.



ii)	Page 19, Minute J.6.III.  The sub paragraph is to be amended to 5.I.2.4.c).

	The Minutes of the March 1997 Plenary meeting as corrected were approved.



3. 	AGENDA ITEM 3.  1997 FAI GENERAL CONFERENCE



	The President reported that the 1997 FAI General Conference had been held in Rio de Janeiro at which he had been awarded the FAI Gold Air Medal  in recognition of his services to the FAI. 



That the FAI receive a percentage of the funds received in sponsorship and from merchandising at World Championships  was discussed on the basis that the FAI owns the title to the Championships.



4.	AGENDA ITEM 4 - 1997 WORLD AIR GAMES



The CIAM President submitted his report as the aeromodelling coordinator.  As had been anticipated, the flying field and the weather had been good.  There had been shortcomings in the services available mainly because of communication difficulties.  Lack of experience showed in all aspects of the Games ranging from model processing to prize giving.  It had been necessary for the Juries to intervene to ensure the events were run smoothly.  In Free Flight, the timekeepers were inexperienced and cheating by timekeepers in favour of Turkish competitors had been apparent.



The organisers would be well advised to participate in both organising and competing in events and to find more people able to communicate in English, the language mainly used by aeromodellers.



There was comment that the media showed little interest in the Games and that some reports had been detrimental.  95% of media coverage was given to parachuting which had developed a good relationship over time with the media, something other Commissions should  try to do.

5.	AGENDA ITEM 5 - 1997 WORLD CHAMPIONSHIPS   

a)	Free Flight  (F1A, F1B and F1C) - Czech Republic - 18th to 24th August.  The Free Flight Subcommittee Chairman presented a written report.  Thirty seven countries had participated in a successful Championships.  Of note had been the inability of both  the designated Jury President and the Reserve member to attend. The Organiser had appointed a replacement without reference to the CIAM. This resulted in the Jury not having a language in common.  

	The meeting noted the need for all designated Jury members and Judges unable or likely to be unable to carry out their appointed task to notify the organisers within twenty four hours of their becoming aware of the fact

b)	R/C Aerobatics (F3A) - Poland - 29th August to 6th September.  	 The 2nd Vice President presented a written report by the Chairman of the F3A Subcommittee.  The accommodation and organisation was described as good.  Adoption of a CIAM - standard computer scoring program was recommended. The use of a panel of only three judges had not been satisfactory; the panel should be increased to five.  Analysis of scores showed bias on the part of one judge in favour of a countryman.  Censure by the Bureau will be recommended.

c)	R/C Thermal Soaring Models  (F3B) - Turkey -  13th to 20th September.  The Chairman of the R/C Glider Subcommittee who was also the  Jury Chairman presented a written report  which he described as a list of shortcomings.  Help from Israel resulted in reasonable results from the Championships. A crash was caused by allowing the release of transmitters from the pound before the transmitter in use was returned. Frequency control procedures must be complied with. 

d)	R/C Helicopter (F3C) - Turkey - 7th to 11th September   A written report was not available nor was a Jury member present at the meeting.

e)	R/C Pylon (F3D) - Czech Republic - 11th to 16th August.  The Chairman of the Jury presented a written report.  Drawing of rounds by hand had been a problem overcome by the use of a random computer draw performed by T Bartovsky,  a member of the Jury.  The second round was interrupted by the collapse of US caller Jim Shimohara with a heart attack.  Prompt action by a competitor and helper  kept him alive until the arrival of an ambulance.  The interruption resulted in 16 rounds being flown instead of the planned 18.  There was one protest which was rejected.	



f)	Gliders with Automatic Steering (F1E)  - Czech Republic - 9th to 14th  September.  No report was available although mention was made of a problem with the Jury.  The meeting repeated its comment that organisers must be advised within 24 hours of  a  designated Jury member or Judge becoming aware that he will not be able to attend the Championships. 



6.	AGENDA ITEM 6 - 1997 CONTINENTAL CHAMPIONSHIPS



a)	European F2A, F2B, F2C and F2D - Spain - 13th to 19th July 1997.  A written report was presented.  Scoring of the F2B was done by pocket calculators operated by juniors from a local secondary school.  As a result, calculations had to be rechecked and final results were unacceptably delayed   In F2C, one team was disqualified  for unsporting behaviour.  The performance of two junior teams in F2C proved the category is not suitable for juniors.  The Championships showed that the F2B judging system needs to be improved.



b)	Free Flight (F1A, F1B, F1J)  Junior -  Turkey - 9th to 13th September.  A written report was presented by the Chairman of the Jury.  Only ten nations entered with only nine competitors from 3 countries in F1J.  The class is too complex for juniors, the models being smaller than in F1C but with no limit on complexity.  The poor quality of timekeeping was again mentioned.



c)	Space Models European  -  Turkey - 14th to 22nd September The Chairman of the Space Model Subcommittee gave an oral report.  234 competitors from 19 countries had  competed.



d)	Scale (F4B and F4C) European -  Romania  - 19th to 26th July.  A written report was presented by the Chairman of the Scale Subcommittee who was also Chairman of the Jury.  There were 15 entries in F4B and 19 F4C.  Several who had entered or who submitted preliminary entries did not attend.  The Championships was the first for Scale organised by Romania but the organisers accepted advice from the Jury resulting in a successful Championships.



e)	Thermal Duration Gliders (F3J) European -  Slovakia - 19th to 26th July.  A written report was presented by the Chairman of the R/C Glider Subcommittee who was also the President of the Jury.  There were 50 competitors from 17 countries in the senior Championships with 20 from 9 in the junior Championships.  Bad weather delayed the start.  There was a problem with the arrangements of the groups which was solved with the use of a computer program supplied by the German Team Manager. 



f)	Free Flight Indoor - Romania - 30th September to 5th October.  A written report was presented  by the Jury Chairman.  That the helper is permitted to wind the rubber will be referred to the Free Flight Subcommittee.  The salt mine at Slanic Prahova is again in good condition.



The President thanked the organisers for their work.



7.	AGENDA ITEM 7 - WORLD CUP REPORTS



a)	Free Flight World Cup -  Free Flight Subcommittee Chairman  A written report was presented. There were fewer competitions in 1997 than in 1996 but significantly more competitors in F1A, F1B and F1C.  There were fewer competitors in F1E although the number of contests was the same as in 1996.  Three protests relating to heating of the rubber motor rule were submitted to the CIAM.  It was pointed out that some contests were started at mid-morning so that the fly-offs followed immediately after the completion of the rounds.  This procedure encouraged fliers who had not made the fly-off to stay and observe the award ceremonies. 



b)	Control Line World Cup-  C/L World Cup Coordinator.  A written report was presented.  Fewer competitions were organised in 1997 than 1996, the most critical being for F2D with only four compared with 6 in the previous year.  The Sporting Code requirements on the composition of Juries were not complied with at some competitions.  The World Cup Board has yet to decide whether or not the results of these competitions will be taken into account for the final results.



c)	Space Models World Cup - Space Model World Cup Coordinator.  A written report was presented.  Ten World Cup Competitions were held in three categories with competitors from up to 16 countries attending.  All were held in accordance with the Sporting code with no protests being lodged.  It was noted that the number of countries being represented was increasing.



8. 	AGENDA ITEM 8 - REPORTS BY SUBCOMMITTEE CHAIRMEN



a)	Free Flight - I Kaynes.  The Subcommittee had 17 members.  Two circular letters had been sent out. a meeting had been held during the World Championships.



b)	Control Line - Dr L Jackson.  Several letters had been circulated within the Subcommittee, not all members had responded.  There were still unresolved problems with achieving a standardised approach to scoring in F2B;  the Judges’ Guide was being revised but differences of opinion between fliers and judges mainly relating to perceived angles remain.  Analyses of judges’ scores had singled out some judges showing bias.  The speed of F2A models has made manual timing unsatisfactory.



c)	Radio Control Aerobatics.  Nil report .



d)	Radio Control Glider -  T Bartovský.  The Subcommittee had 15 members 11 of whom has e-mail addresses. Three circular letters had been sent out.  A Technical meeting at the F3B World Championships and a discussion at the F3J European championships generated proposals for F3B and F3J rule changes being submitted. 



e)	Radio Control Helicopter.  Nil report.  



f)	Radio Control Pylon.  On behalf of  the Chairman, it was reported that there had been little input from Subcommittee members.



g)	Scale - N Jensen.  The Subcommittee had 23 members.  The Judges’ Guide was being extensively revised.  No bias on the part of the judges had been evident at the last four World/European Championships.



h)	R/C Electric - E Giezendanner.  The Subcommittee had  nine members. Two circular letters had been distributed.



i)	Information and Education - M Colling.  A written report was distributed.  A Resources File had been prepared and is available at a cost of £15.00.  The introduction of a CIAM Education Award in the form of a medal was recommended. A suggested design was circulated 



j)	Space Models - S Pelagic.   A written report was distributed.  The Subcommittee has 21 members. Four circular letters were sent to Subcommittee members and three to World Cup organisers  A Technical Meeting was held at the World Air Games. 1997 was the 40th anniversary of Space Modelling, introduced as it is now known in 1957 by H G Stine; it was adopted by the CIAM in 1962.  Observance of a Space Model Day on the 28th May 1998 and World Space Model Day - the anniversary of the establishment of the Space Model subcommittee - was proposed.  Finally, the Sapphire Space Model Development Programme had three working groups for Rules, Aerodynamics and Ballistics, and Model Rocket Engines.



9.	AGENDA ITEM 9 - REPORT BY EDITOR OF CIAM FLYER



The cost of producing 1600 copies of the 1998 issue would be £2100, approximately CHF 5400.  Additional copies would cost £341 (CHF 818) per 1000.  Copy for the issue was required by the 1st February at the latest.  The USA delegate who had undertaken to investigate ways to improve distribution had not yet reported. 19.	AGENDA ITEM 19 - BIAS OF JUDGES



a)	The names of two control line judges - V Petunin (Ukraine) and Z Liska (Czech Republic) - who were found to have been biased in their scoring of the 1994 Control Line World Championships and the 1995 European Control line Championships respectively and whom the  March 1996 Bureau meeting censured, were submitted by their NACs for 1998.  Neither is eligible to be a judge before 2001.  Their names are not  to be submitted again as judges until 2000.



b).	The name of Mr Chen  Yaming (China) was submitted as a F2B judge for 1998.  The 1997 Plenary Meeting censured him,  ruling him ineligible as a judge in 1998, because of bias shown in judging at the 1996 F2B World Championships. 



c).	Analysis of scores at the 1997 European Control Line Championships showed that some judges were inexperienced.  Countries nominating judges must consider experience and proficiency in the English language when nominating judges.  The Technical Subcommittees needed to be more proactive and give advice to the NACs on judge selection.



d).	Analysis of scores at the 1997 F3A World Championships showed evidence of national bias on the part of  Mr Olivella (Argentine).  The meeting censured him, directing that he not be listed as a judge  for 1999 and 2000.

22.	AGENDA ITEM 22 - APPEALS



a)	Appeal by Bror Eimar concerning FAI Jury decision to disqualify.



The basis of the disqualification - observed heating of the rubber motor in two rounds contrary to the Sporting Code - was described.  The Bureau decided no further action was required.



b)	Appeal by J M Almeida concerning seizure of his FAI Sporting Licence.



The background to the seizure was described.  The President described as improper the action of the Portugese NAC in issuing a FAI Sporting Licence to allow Almeida’s participation as a National team member in only the 1997 F2 World Championships after his licence had been previously surrendered.  The matter is one for CASI  to resolve.



23.	AGENDA ITEM 23 - 1998 VERSION OF THE SPORTING CODE



	Section 4 of the Sporting Code, amended to include all changes effective January 1998,  has been translated into French by the CIAM 1st Vice President and into German by the 2nd Vice President.  The fully amended version in English is also available.  Inconsistencies between various parts had been noticed during translation.  These will be listed for correction as will those found by the President.   



24.	AGENDA ITEM 24 - ANY OTHER BUSINESS 



a)	Education Award.   The meeting agreed in principle to the Education Award proposed by the Chairman of the Information and Education Subcommittee although it found the design of the suggested medal patronising and required  a  different design.



b)	Asboth Oszkar Trophy.  The donor of the Asboth Oszkar Trophy (Hungary)  agreed to the replacement of the lost trophy by the British Model Flying Association but did require a replica of the trophy.  Hungary is to select a replacement which need not be solid silver (to reduce the risk of theft) but is to be of good quality and not garish.  The replacement trophy will be inscribed with the name of the Trophy and those of previous winners.



c)	Medals and Diplomas Required for 1998 World Championships.  Aeromodelling World Championships in 1998 require a total of 38 each of 1st, 2nd and 3rd place medals and 114 diplomas for individuals and 148 1st place medals and 444 diplomas for teams.



d)	Proposals for the 1998 CIAM Plenary Meeting.  Proposals submitted for the 1998 CIAM Plenary Meeting were reviewed.  Several, from the F5 Subcommittee, Space Model Subcommittee, Italy,   Norway, Sweden and Switzerland, were received at the FAI Office after the due date (15th November) and were not accepted.  One from the United Kingdom required the Plenary Meeting to discuss  the report of the Team Manager of the United Kingdom F3C team to the 1997 World Championships and to minute its discussion.  The report was mainly a list of organisational failures which have been reported by the CIAM President. The proposal will not be listed on the agenda for the 1998 CIAM Plenary Meeting.  The other proposals  received by the due date will be included in the Agenda for the Plenary meeting.
