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ITEM 1.		OPENING PROTOCOL





1.	Opening remarks.  The President called the meeting to order and welcomed the Delegates to Lausanne.  He announced that two new reports would be discussed at certain points later in the meeting.  He thanked Mrs. Gebb for her great organization of the Young Artists Contest yet again and he thanked the Secretary for his diligent work.  He then announced that after being President for 6 years, it was time to step down, and so he would not be running for the Presidency again this year.

3.	Minutes of the Meeting Held In Washington, D.C., USA on 10 – 12 July, 1999.  Mr. Raymond Johnson, CIEA 1st Vice President and Delegate USA thanked Mr. Thomas for his efforts in preparing the Minutes.  The Minutes were approved as sent.





ITEM 2.		FAI REPORT


4.	Mr. Max Bishop reported on FAI activities and developments in the past year.


a.	The move of the FAI Headquarters from Paris to Lausanne was a major event for FAI.  There were no major difficulties and the local authorities were very helpful.  The close connection between the Olympic Committee, based in Lausanne, and the around-the-world balloon flight by Mssrs. Piccard and Jones brought FAI a lot of local publicity as well.


b.	The main thrust of FAI activity has been our break-though into TV with Eurosport covering 6 major programs on FAI Championships.  The money came from our partnership with Spain.  FAI also partnered with producing company TWI to make the programs.  TWI was pleased with the way the sales went and we came close to breaking even.  Now TWI has advanced FAI some money to make new programs.  Discovery channel is talking to FAI about their program “Wings” and will advance a large sum to make a series of programs this year provided FAI can come up with some matching cash.  This proves that FAI will no longer need to depend on charity and dues to continue our mission.


c.	World Air Games.  This is part of FAI’s same philosophy to have a “product” to raise the profile of air sports worldwide and serve as a source of income for FAI,  similar to the way the Olympics subsidize their sport federations.  However, there are some problems with the organization of the World Air Games in Spain, but we are confident that we will solve those problems and the event will be successful since everyone is determined to make it work.


d.	Much of the responsibility for FAI’s new direction is due to FAI President Eilif Ness, who will be stepping down this year after 6 years as President.


e.	FAI Council will vote on adding an English description of FAI as the “World’s Air Sport Federation”.  Also, there is a proposal to review the FAI’s visual image (logo).





ITEM 3.		CIEA BUREAU REPORT


5.	No decisions were made at the Bureau meeting in Cyprus, but discussions occurred about Young Artists Contest themes, cooperation with other Commissions, Topic Sheets for our Aviation Materials, and New Aviation sports, like kites, unmanned aerial vehicles, simulated flight, model hot air balloons, etc.  These are sports that young people take up and we know nothing about.  How do we approach these sports and people? 





Also discussed were electronic communications (e-mail).  It was agreed that this is very important and most Delegates have e-mail now, so we should utilize it more.  


The Bureau meeting at Lausanne, held just before this Plenary Meeting, mainly discussed the arrangements for this meeting.  





ITEM 4.		NATIONAL REPORTS


6.	Austria.  As reported last year the Austrian Aero Club have been developing cyber flying contests with gliding for young people 10 – 14 in order to get some of them into real gliders when they are 15.  The contests take place with the young people cyber flying in a glider cabin using the computer and a real control stick.  The hope to get 4-5000 young people in this gliding cabin doing the cyber flying, and the young people are excited about it.  Many of the young people then want to fly the real thing, so the clubs organizing these contests also offer real flights.  The 100th anniversary of the Aero Club is next year and so they will hire a professional internet company to change their pages to aim them at the teachers and schools so that they may become the aviation education home pages for all of Austria.


7.	Finland.  New rules in the Aero Club allow young people to participate in certain sports.  One new sport is parascending where someone is towed behind a vehicle with a parachute on and then they can be released to land on their own.  Here, a young person can fly in tandem with a safety pilot.  Also, marketing has been aimed at young people with more than 100,000 of them participating at the Aero Club’s youth fairs, open days, etc.  Finland is also part of the International Air Cadet Exchange program this year for the 10th year.


8.	France.  The Aero Club de France first promoted and launched the Virtual Flying web site where one can get a cyber flying license.  This aviation program is dedicated for the schools.  Before, the Aero Club had to take the schools to aviation, while now they can bring aviation to the schools.  Also, the Aero Club are breaking down the barriers between professional aviation people and the rest of the populace.  The Wings Of The City program starts in June, which is a workshop aimed at people 15 – 20 years old for building an aircraft in 9 months.  After the aircraft is built, the participants become members of a flying club and learn to fly their creation.


9.	Germany.  The annual Aerospace Education meeting occurred with interesting activities.  A remote control system was developed for flying an aeromodel around a pole which requires some engineering to make work, and a cheap method to do this was found.  This allows flying in a small space indoors and allows touch downs, etc.  This will be on the Deutscher Aero Club site on the internet.  The Cyber Flying club has 200 members and produces a magazine now, though they are not (yet) members of the Aero Club.  The CIEA Delegate, Klaus Streinz, is a member of the Cyber Flying club for the Aero Club.  Now young people are coming to the airports to learn to fly, but as cyber flyers, they think there is nothing to fear – they think that if they crash they can push the re-start button!  This is a new problem.  Now there is also a computer flight simulator for flying model planes.  Mr. Streinz traveled to Vienna to speak on Aero Space Education at the University of Vienna and his report will be printed in their magazine.  He went as a CIEA Advisor (from our web site).  He also wants to create a simulator for flying over Bavaria using satellite maps to make a true experience.  Klaus is sorry that the DASA booklets will not be available for CIEA as they would not give us the copyright to translate them into English.


10.	Netherlands.  Virtual Flying Is developing very fast, but this is happening outside the Aero Club’s organization.  Therefore, the Aero Club is putting up an effort with the aeronautical museums to promote cyber flying in the Aero Club.  They are cooperating with the various museums to create youth programs as well.  These include space programs for young people.  Also, Aero Club has a new arrangement with the Netherlands Air Force to provide scholarships in glider flying which will help their Air Cadet organization.  The Aero Club is again sending youths to the Air Careers Exchange academy in Minnesota, USA for the third year in a row.


11.	Italy.  The Caproni Museum has printed many books this year on military aviation, ballooning, 50th anniversary of airline attendants, exhibitions of old airplanes in flying condition, and the history of aviator and inventor Mario Calderara.  There was also an opera produced about the flight of Italo Baldo and Francesco De Pinedo.   Also many other exhibitions and celebrations, many involving young people, took place in Italy.  There is a new ballooning group in the Aero Club which meets in the Museum, and after every balloon event there is an exhibition of the Caproni balloon memorabilia collection.  There is a Virtual Aviation society in Italy now which helps young people get their pilot’s licenses more quickly.  In Tarento there was a flying day where hundreds of young people got to fly.  There is a program for handicapped people called “Flying Without Legs” which is also going well.


12.	Japan.  See written report (Annex I).  The Aero Club will make an exhibition of the winning Young Aritists Contest paintings this year to help promote the contest in Japan.  They are also taking balloons to schools and 2000 students have tried paragliding.  A new balloon basket with a door for handicapped young people has been developed and is now being used.  The Aero Club is also attracting students with “How To” programs for kite flying and the Bird Man Project.  Sky Sports Networking Meetings take place with all the air sport federations attending so that they can to communicate and help each other deal with the government, and work out other problems.  Delegate Sashi Sakashi takes the information she learns at the CIEA meetings about what other countries are doing back to Japan for possible use there.


13.	Russia.  To date the Russian Aero Club still does not have any government support.  However, this year they managed to organize the Young Artists Contest there.  Professor Brusov is involved  with aviation education in Poland and next year there will be a CIEA Delegate from there.  In November 2000 there will be an international conference in Warsaw on aviation.  Contessa Caproni (ITA) and Klaus Streinz (GER) will be invited to speak there.  Russia hopes that their activities will soon increase due to the political and economic changes happening there.


14.	Spain.  See written report (Annex II).  Spain has expanded their Young Eagles program, which is organized in SW Spain by the Experimental Aircraft Association as well as in Majorca.  In NE Spain they have taken the program and translated it into Catalan and will start it this year.  For the Young Artists Contest, Spain had 2400 entries this year – the bulk from Majorca, but more of the country is participating than last year, including Madrid and Barcelona.  World Air Games – they will have a camp this year (23-25 June) 60 km north of Madrid as practice for next year.  The young people will build model gliders, have aviation discussions including career information and get Young Eagle flights.  Next year for the actual World Air Games, they will have to run the camp with the Ultra Light aircraft committee.  This will have to be worked out.


15.	Switzerland.  See written report (Annex III).  The Young Artists Contest had 755 entries this year.  The Aero Club is starting the Young Eagles of Switzerland this year.  There were also successful with the School Option program by inserting aviation as a subject into the curriculum in one Canton with 50 young people participating.  170 young people participate in the aviation camp and now there are efforts to follow up with them to find out what happens to them later.  There is also the Swiss Aero Club Flying Day – the idea is to have young people flying all around Switzerland on the same day – they will have 500 young people flying – but it just isn’t possible all on the same day.  But at least they will fly!  Next year is the 100th anniversary of the Swiss Aero Club with many events planned, including the FAI General Conference in Montreaux, and they also hope to increase cooperation with the Air Force.


16.	United Kingdom.  The Royal Aero Club is making tremendous progress with the Young Eagles program – it’s the most popular program they have.  The Young Artists Contest has been an uphill struggle even though all the aviation magazines covered it.  It will be the 100th anniversary of the Royal Aero Club next year.  There will be a huge air display beginning and ending with ballooning and the entire thing will last 6 hours with schools  invited free of charge.  Cyber Flying has a separate association in the UK.  They run their own competitions and don’t want interference from the Aero Club.  Aviation Education is not likely to get into the school curriculum for many reasons, including a too crowded curriculum at the moment and lack of funding.  Jennifer Murray is trying to do a solo flight to circumnavigate the world by helicopter and her flight is being monitored on the internet.


17.	USA.  See written report (Annex IV).  The USA reported a moderate growth in aerospace education, but the real growth is in the non-school activities due to difficulties for teachers to build this into the curriculum.  An aging pilot population has caused the NAA to study the status of aviation in the USA and what the trends are.  This is the Brewer Report (see Annex VII).  Very few schools can support a separate aviation program today.  Attachments to the USA report detail teacher reactions to the Brewer Report and another details three other surveys being done on this subject.  The NAA hopes to use the Brewer Report as a stepping stone.  This will lead to discussions with the aeronautical industry to find out what their needs are for the future.  Then the NAA will take this information to the educational associations for ideas of how they can meet those needs so that national goals can be made to which all can subscribe.


18.	Yugoslavia.  See written report (Annex V).  The Aeronautical Union of Yugoslavia has begun organizing the Young Artists Contest there with a trial run in southern Serbia.  Also, they have Judges/Instructor’s meetings once or twice a year lasting 2 –3 days where all exchange experiences and achievements.  This idea, using e-mail, could be broadened to include the whole world.

A list of the 10 most popular themes was not established by the subcommittee.  MOTION:  The Subcommittee must come up with the 10 themes to be used in rotation for the coming years.  Motion Approved.


d.	Arrangements for the 2001 Contest.


1)	Mrs. Gebb reported that the theme for 2001 should be:





My Dream To Fly





MOTION:  CIEA accept this theme for 2001.  Motion Approved.


MOTION:  The Theme may be translated.  Motion Approved.


2)	President Jalovaara noted that Gordon Hoff produced an excellent explanation of the various themes each year.


MOTION:  Mr. Hoff will produce an explanation of this year’s theme to be submitted to FAI by May 15.  Motion Approved.


3)	MOTION:  That the rules for eligibility for Judging the Contest at the CIEA level be changed to:

Motion Approved.


4)	It was noted that 2 national entries had arrived late.  Perhaps the closing date for the contest should be earlier?


MOTION:  All entries for the contest must be in Lausanne by March 15, 2001.  Any Delegates carrying the entries to the meeting must notify the FAI Secretariat in advance.  Motion Approved.


5)	MOTION:  Mrs. Gebb will be President of the Jury for the 2001 Contest.  Motion Approved.





20.	Air Sport Youth Camps.  


a.	Mr. Johnson reported that there was a great variety of youth camps.  He produced a sheet listing them (see Annex VI).  There was a variety of sponsorship as well.  They fell into 5 categories:


1)	Introduction To Aviation & The Air Sports


a)	Very General Introduction To The Basics


	b)	Model Aeronautics – Airplanes or Rocketry


	c)	Ballooning Orientation


	d)	WAG & International Competition Camps


2)	Flight Training Camps

c)	Balloon Flight Camps


3)	Career Exploration


a)	Aviation Career Academies (ACE)


b)	Other Career Orientation Camps


4)	Space Orientation Camps


5)	Special Emphasis Camps


a)	Grandparent-grandchild camps (Elderhostel)


b)	Special interest camps for groups – by professional companies.


c)	Family camps


b.	What are our objectives for looking at these camps?  We could be a clearing house of information about these camps which allow foreign participation by putting them on our web site or disseminating information to the various air sport organizations.


Some of them could also be used as models for people wanting to organize these camps.


c.	What information should be collected?  Perhaps the various countries should submit information about the camps in their countries to Mr. Johnson.


MOTION:  Mr. Johnson will create a survey form to serve two areas – the camps and cyber flight, and will send them to the Delegates asking about which camps exist in their countries as well as some basic information about them, including if they accept foreigners.  Motion Approved.


21.	CIEA Exchange Camp.  Mr. Theodoloz reported that due to problems at the Swiss Aero Club, nothing could be done last year.  But he will try again this year to have 3-4 foreign students out of their 170 total students.  Mr. Hoff will find 3-4 students with chaperones to send to Switzerland.


22.	World Air Games Youth Camp.  Mr. Hoff reported that the Spanish NAC is having some difficulties but they are doing a camp this year.  Mr. Hoff will attempt to find some bi-lingual teachers in Spain for this year’s practice event.  For the WAG camp next year, he felt that he could find bi-lingual teachers to allow English speaking students to attend, and perhaps other countries could do the same.





The President was concerned that the lead time was getting short.  Mr. Hoff responded that first we must identify what goals we want to reach for the camp.  Do we want the young people to build a model airplane?  Or have flights?  Or have speakers from each country?  Mr. Gomilla felt that the camp should be an introduction to aviation with basic information plus getting flights and maybe visiting airport operations centers.  At this time it was still unknown whether the camp can take place or not or whether the NAC’s have an option to have young people accompany their delegation.  


MOTION:  The WAG Youth Camp be limited to Spanish children in a local event only, but that the CIEA Liaison Officer, Mr. Hoff, will help however possible.  Motion Approved.





ITEM 6.		EDUCATION RESOURCES AND MATERIALS





23.	Internet Resource Program.  


a.	Mr. Thomas reported that the FAI was upgrading it’s main web page and would concentrate on making the links to our information pages more clear.


b.	Mr. Thomas also pointed out that all CIEA Delegates or Alternate Delegates who had e-mail addresses, which they had given to the FAI Secretariat, were automatically put on the Commission e-mailing list.  To send a message to be read by all Delegates and Alternates, it should simply to addressed to: ciea-com-l@fai.org .  To send a message which can be read by anyone interested, not just the Delegates or Alternate Delegates, it should be addressed to: ciea-info-l@fai.org.  Electronic mail (e-mail) is the communication standard of the future, and could be used by the Commission to keep each member informed and involved.  It would also be used to include those Delegates or Alternate Delegates who were unable to attend the annual Plenary Meeting.


24.	Marketing Our Educational Products.


a.	Mr. Johnson noted that we could be a resource for the other Commissions.  Some may view Aviation Education as unnecessary in their activities.  Mr. Bishop noted, however, that it is the CIEA’s statutory duty to try and sell the education message to the other Commissions.


MOTION:  Our new President will send out a message to all the FAI mailing lists about what we are doing and this would reach at least 500 active FAI people.  Motion Approved.


b.	MOTION:  Contessa Caproni will attempt a competition in Italy for the best television advertisement which uses an air sport vehicle (balloon, place, etc.).  She will report back to the Plenary next year.  Motion Approved.





ITEM 7.		NEW PROJECTS





25.	Strategy for Teacher Contacts.  Mr. Strickler submitted a report emphasizing the need for outreach to teachers.  It was noted that there was enormous competition for teachers’ attention.  The only way to reach them might be to convince them that aerospace education projects, etc., could be useful to help teachers illustrate their various subjects.  And these projects can be very motivating for students.  


a.	The Message:


1)	What is education?  Education is synonymous with behavior change.


2)	What is our goal?  To create an aerospace literate population.


3)	What should our strategy be?  The best way to reach teachers might be to have each Delegate and Aero Club persuade one college or University to plan and carry out one teacher aerospace education workshop.  A flight could be a part of the workshop.  This would be an historic step in educating teachers.


4)	And in the future?  CIEA could sponsor a series of international teacher education workshops.


b.	MOTION:  The “Strategies for Teacher Contacts” report should be tabled until the next meeting so that it can be studied thoroughly by the Delegates for informed discussion.  Motion Approved.


c.	MOTION:  Each Delegate will consider their own country’s curriculum to see where aerospace education can fit into it, and if there is a teacher willing to begin the process.  Motion Approved.


d.	MOTION:  The President will be responsible for starting this discussion on these ideas using the ciea-com-l@fai.org Internet discussion group.  Motion Approved.


e.	MOTION:  Mr. Johnson will give the Secretary all the educational Internet links so they can be put on the web site.  Motion Approved.


26.	Extra-curricular Groups.  Mrs. Bailey reported that last year she was approached by the Scouts Association to see if the Royal Aero Club would come up with an award for them.  The Scouts Association have 50,000 active scouts and they are involved in parascending, paragliding, gliding, hang gliding, ballooning, parachuting and general aviation.  They even have a group called the Air Scouts.  The Girl Guides also are involved.  The Royal Aero Club has also been providing flights for young people through the Young Eagles program.


The Royal Aero Club reaches young people through these non-school groups instead of through the schools.  This may be a big opportunity for the other countries to put some effort into these groups instead of just the schools.


MOTION:  Mrs. Bailey will distribute information about how these programs in the UK are run and funded, using e-mail, as she investigates them.  Motion Approved.


MOTION:  Mrs. Bailey will also expand her report for next year about how this can be applied to other countries.  Motion Approved.


27.	CIEA Policy History.  Mr. Thomas produced a policy history of Commission decisions for ratification by the Plenary.  These were taken from the Minutes of past meetings.


MOTION:  CIEA adopts the Policy History and thanks the Secretary for his work.  This document will be available on the CIEA web site and the Secretary will update it yearly with the decisions of that year’s Plenary.  Motion Approved.


28.	Future Directions For CIEA.  


a.	The Brewer Report  (see Annex VII).  Mr. Johnson presented the Brewer Report and concentrated on the results that it came up with.  The main issues and trends were:


	1)	Society is experiencing a dynamic period of rapid change.


	2)	Four defined generations now share the workplace.


3)	Students and young adults are quite comfortable, if not dependent upon computer and electronic technology.


4)	All levels of education have an expanding scope of obligation in their primary charge to educate young people.


5)	Schools are being required to add curriculum content and increasing standardization of testing.


6)	The vast internet sources for information are becoming a supplement to the traditional textbooks.


7)	The aviation and space industries have a growing problem in finding qualified workers.


8)	Aerospace education is competing with other industries and special interests.


9)	There is an increase in national youth programs and activities for aerospace education, but there is a lack of availability of adult leadership.


The delegates agreed that these issues were generally true in their own countries as well.





	Recommendations in the report which could apply to us:


1)	Establish a mission statement for realistic international goals.


2)	There is a need for a true international forum to address how well aerospace education is working.


3)	Efforts should be initiated to bring national organizations with an aerospace education interest together in a more productive working relationship.


4)	Creation of an electronic international clearing-house to bring together the extensive materials and information related to aviation and space education now available should be made.


Suggestions included making links to aerospace technology professionals for input into what is needed from teachers.  The President suggested that CIEA review its mission statement.





MOTION:  Mr. Johnson, Chair; Mr. Theodoloz and Mr. Kasteleijn will form a Working Group to draft a short discussion paper, based on the Brewer Report, Strategies for Teacher Contacts and Extra-curricular Groups, to come up with strategies for the future.  This discussion will begin by August 1st and will take place on the ciea-com-l@fai.org mailing list.  All Delegates are invited to comment.  A final report will be made by the Working Group by March 1, 2001 for discussion at the Plenary next year.  Motion Approved.


MOTION:  That all Aero Clubs with Delegates appointed to CIEA be contacted by the Secretary to find out any new Delegate e-mail addresses.  Motion Approved.


b.	How Has CIEA Benefited the NAC’s?  Comments included:  Finland has benefited from the Educational Resources books for forming curriculums there.


USA and many other countries have benefited from the ideas and experiences of other countries.  Also the Art Contest has been a great opportunity.


Youth Camp idea is another good example for many NAC’s.


There are many intangible assets from attending these meetings.  There was general agreement that the meetings were very valuable and helped us all become much broader in our experiences.   CIEA is a network.


c.	Preserving Airfields – Joint Action With the FAI Environmental Commission and FAI PR Committee?  


There is a lot to be gained if we cooperate instead of all working in a vacuum.  Perhaps CIEA should send a representative to the Environmental Commission’s meeting to liaise on the issue.  Mr. Schlager commented that the paper CIEA produced on Airfields was very valuable for the Austrian Aero Club.


MOTION:  Mr. Johnson will contact the Environmental Commission to liaise with them on Preserving Airports.  Motion Approved.


d.	Simulated Flying – Does This Popular Sport Hold Any Educational Value?  What Is The Role of CIEA?  Comments included:


In some countries cyber flying is under the wing of the Aero Club but in others it is totally unorganized.  An FAI Working Group has created a sporting code, and it hopes to have a trial competition at the World Air Games in Spain.  There is no intention at this time to set up a Commission for cyber flying.


There was an attempt to simulate a famous round-the-world flight in France.  But there is no work done at this time for records in this area.


It would appear that most of the people interested in this are free spirits who are not interested in joining associations.


Like aeromodelling, cyber flying is not necessarily a springboard to other types of flying, and the participants should be treated with respect.


MOTION:  CIEA will monitor developments in cyber flying and the Delegates will keep FAI informed of any cyber flying groups in their countries.  Motion Approved.


	e.	CIEA’s Contacts With The New Emerging Air Sports.


These are entry level air sports, like parascending (parachute accuracy landings using a vehicle for launch), kite flying, model hot air balloons, powered paraglider trikes (Microlights),  free-fly parachuting (parachuting with winged costumes added), Unmanned Aerial Vehicles (for records) and fly surfing (surfing with a mini-paraglider using the wave as a ramp to get airborne).


MOTION:  CIEA will monitor developments in these emerging air sports and make proposals to CASI when possible.  Motion Approved.


MOTION:  Mr. Pré will investigate these sports, identify those which FAI may want to take up, and make proposals to FAI for action.  He will also make a report to the Plenary next year.  Motion Approved.


MOTION:  The CIEA Delegates will monitor developments in these sports and keep Mr. Pré informed by e-mail.  Motion Approved.
