1. Entry

1.1. The championships are open to all Member and Associated Member countries and one international team of invited women pilots.  Each may enter one team in Class 1, each team not to exceed 6 hang glider pilots.
1.2. Initial enquiries via email dynamic@netconnect.com.au to receive entry form.

1.3. Completed entry form along with all fees must be received by Dynamic Flight by 4th November 2004

1.4. Entry fee is $700AUD per pilot and $350AUD per team leader.  For mentioned fee the organizers will conduct the Championships and provide the following –

· Prepared launching field, pilot information package (including airspace maps), scorers, GPS downloads, turnpoint information, goal refreshments, goal marshals, opening ceremony with snacks & refreshments, closing ceremony and presentation evening with meal, access to internet facilities at HQ, 2 CIVL stewards and 1 CIVL jury president and Category 1 ranking points.
1.5. Aero towing fees are $1030 AUD per pilot.  If you want to utilize this service these fees MUST BE PAID by 4th November 2004.  No receipt, no aero towing.  No private tugs are permitted – this is a CIVL plenary stipulation.  For mentioned fee the organizers will provide the following –

· Aero tows up to maximum 1500 feet AGL for duration of competition including the nominated practice days, dolly marshals, aero tow ropes, weak links, tie down points, ordered launch system with early alternate launch option.  One tug will be made available for every eight pilots, this is a CIVL plenary stipulation.
1.6. Car towing fees are $400 AUD per pilot.   If you want to utilize this service these fees MUST BE PAID by 4th November 2004.  No receipt, no towing.  You can provide your own car tow system if you wish and bear the costs yourself.  All car tow teams must be registered with the organizers prior to first practice day.  For mentioned fee the organizers will provide the following –

· Vehicle and driver for car tows, tension meter, weak links, tow rope of 660m in length.  Communication via UHF radio only.  English will be the language of the driver unless otherwise arranged.
1.7. Retrieve fees are $500 AUD for the duration of the competition including the practice days.  Pilots wishing to use this service must have an Australian UHF radio. A cheap 40 channel UHF radio costs around $100AUD.  A mobile telephone would be very handy also but can be unreliable for retrieves.  You can provide your own retrieve system if you wish and bear the costs yourself.  If you want to utilize this service these fees MUST BE PAID by 4th November 2004.  For mentioned fee the organizers will provide the following –

· Vehicle and driver will retrieve pilots from roadside nearest to course line only.  Communication via UHF radio and mobile telephone only.  English will be the language of the driver unless otherwise arranged.
For late entry fee payment after 4th November 2004 a 10% surcharge will be applied.

1.8. FAI Sanctioning fees.  The top three countries of the current WPRS must pay directly to the FAI their entry fees to serve as a deposit.   More specifically - Austria, France and Italy are to pay the entry fee for a six person team, $4200AUD per country, to the FAI.  Aerotow/cartow/retrieve fees, as applicable, payable separately to Dynamic Flight, details above.

Task Advisory & Safety Committees

2.1. Arrival & Registration

2.1.1. On 4th or 5th January all team leaders and pilots must report to the Waradgery Club (HQ) to have their documents checked, receive supplementary regulations and information, obtain GPS download, sign a waiver and obtain HGFA membership.  Registration times are 9am to 11am and 6pm to 9pm.  The end of the official registration period is considered to be the official start of the championship.  In exceptional cases late registrations will be accepted until the commencement of the first pilot briefing.  Only after completion of registration are pilots permitted entry to the competition tow paddock.

2.1.2. The following are required for entry acceptance:

· Pilot qualifications or IPPI card
· Evidence of competitors nationality
· Pilots valid FAI Sporting License 

· Receipt of payment of entry fees by the preliminary registration closing date

· HGFA Visiting Pilot or Full Membership (VPM’s can be purchased at registration - $55AUD cash only)

· Satisfactory evidence of glider airworthiness- see Section 7A page 43 and for prototypes Section 7A 2.12.2.3 for full details
· GPS of each competitor for registration.

· Pilot to have scored in the top 66% of a cat 2 comp in the last three years. See Section 7A 2.11 for more detail.
2.2. Competition Numbers

Competition numbers will be issued to pilots at registration for scoring purposes.  These numbers will be in line with the current WPRS.  These numbers will be lodged on and in the main and back-up GPS beside the waypoint ‘PILOT”, along with the pilots name.  Numbers do not need to be fixed to the glider wing.

2.3. Insurance

Written proof of HGFA membership is mandatory upon registration for third party liability insurance reasons.  No other policies are valid for this purpose.  Insurance that covers medication treatment, evacuation and repatriation is the responsibility of the individual pilot (make sure this is included on your travel insurance).

2.4. International Jury

The CIVL Bureau has authorized the appointment of a Representative Jury for this meet.  This means we will have a CIVL appointed president for the jury.  The jury will be comprised of one qualified member from each competing NAC.  See Section 7A 2.8.3.3 for qualification for jury service. The jury President will run a jury seminar at the HQ from 8pm on the practice day of 5th January 2005 to assist those who wish to qualify as jury members.

2.5. Task Advisory & Safety Committees

A three person Task Advisory and a three person Safety Committee will be nominated by the team leaders, comp director and or comp officials. Nominations for both committees will be accepted at registration and decided upon at the first team leaders briefing (9pm, 6th Jan 2004 at the HQ).  Both committees will be formed so as to not create a bias for any one country or manufacturer.

Task Period

3.1. Communication Equipment

3.1.1. The competition organizers will assign each team a UHF radio channel to avoid crossed transmissions.  This channel should be adhered to so as to assist prompt information dissemination.

3.1.2. The use of 2 meter band radios is not permitted within Australia unless you have an Australian permit or sit and pass the required test upon arrival in Australia.   Spectrum Management officials have confiscated equipment and fined pilots in past years.
3.1.3. Low power 40 channel UHF radios can be bought for less than $100AUD in electronics stores in Australia.

3.1.4. In the interest of safety there are no restrictions on mobile telephone use.

3.1.5. All pilots and crews are requested to submit their mobile telephone numbers on the registration forms.  This information will be used by the Competition Director for safety purposes, for example if the day is called.

3.2. Complaints and Protests

3.2.1. A complaint may be made to the Competition Director or his deputy, preferably by the team leader, in writing, to request a correction.  It should be made with the minimum delay and it will be dealt with expeditiously.

3.2.2. If the complainant is not satisfied with the outcome the team leader may make a protest in writing to the Director or his deputy.

3.2.3. If compliant resolution is unsuccessful, protests must be received in writing by the Competition Director before the following mornings briefing at 10am.  A fee of $50AUD must be attached, this will be refunded if the protest is successful.

3.2.4. On the last day protests must be lodged within 30 minutes of the final scores being posted.

3.3. Cut

There will be no cut during the championships.

3.4. Landing to assist injured pilots

Points awarded in compensation are at the discretion of the Director who is required to take all the circumstances into consideration before awarding them – refer Section 7A, 12.1.  The pilot going to the assistance will receive the equivalent of his average daily scores, expressed as a percentage of the daily winners scores. This will be determined at the end of the last day of competition.

3.5. Launch Validation

3.5.1. The launch window open time will be based on 45 seconds of safe launch conditions per pilot for 90% of the pilots present at the launch.  In this paddock we can have greater than 20 simultaneous launches.
3.5.2. Open and closure of the launch window is the competition directors’ decision.  Input from the safety committee will be considered by the comp director to assist decisions regarding window opening or closure.

3.6. Rest Days

The director may declare a rest day after not less than four consecutive days of flying unless this is the last day of the competition.  The policy on rest days shall be declared before the first competition day.

3.7. Scoring

3.7.1. Scoring will be done according to the Oz Gap scoring system.  

3.7.2. GAP parameters will be announced at the first team leader briefing and will also be on display at the HQ prior to the competition commencing.

3.7.3. The GPS is the only way to verify and provide data for flights.

3.7.4. To be considered valid, the GPS track log has to comply with the current requirements in Section 7A of the FAI Sporting Code.
3.7.5. The track logs of two GPSs together may be used to provide a required track log.
3.7.6. Pilots starting the task prior to the nominated first start time will have their start time adjusted to the nominated start time for the purpose of determining departure points.  The pilot will have double this adjustment added to their goal arrival time for the determination of speed and arrival points.

3.7.7. Pilots who cannot produce a GPS tracklog to show their start time, an assumption will be made that the earliest possible start time is 15 minutes after window opening.  In this case the pilots start time will be given as 15 minutes after window opening and then will be subject to 3.7.6. 
3.8. Start Circles, Turn Points & Goals

3.8.1. Start circles will be virtual, either entry or exit type, at a size to be determined by the task committee each day.  Start circles will be commonly 5km or 10km radius but can be customized by the task committee if required.
3.8.2. Turn points will be virtual 400m radius cylinders.  A competitor must have at least one track log point inside the cylinder or a line between two adjacent track log points passing through the cylinder.  ‘Mark and enter’ points inside the cylinder will be accepted, providing the date/time stamp is tamper proof on the GPS in question.
3.8.3. Goals will be physical and manned.  Timing will be by goal official. GPS times only used as a backup.

3.9. Take-off Method – Aero Towing
3.9.1. Take-off location

3.9.1.1. The tow paddock is on the property “Croidon” which is located 10km NE of Hay.  You get there by following the Sidonia Road and taking the sign posted road.
3.9.1.2. The centre of the paddock is at the following co-ordinate

3.9.1.3. The paddock is approximately 2,000 acres.
3.9.1.4. There will be three aero tow take-off strips in six directions.  Only one direction will be used at any one time. 
3.9.1.5. All flights during the competition must originate from the above-mentioned tow paddock.
3.9.2. Tug Availability

3.9.2.1. As per CIVL plenary meeting agreement, there will be 1 tug for every 8 aero tow pilots.  
3.9.2.2. This will be the case for pilots who have paid for this service in advance.  Tugs will only be available for these pilots for the duration of the competition as well as the nominated practice days.
3.9.2.3. Tugs will not be provided for pilots who have not paid for aero towing services in advance.
3.9.3. Tow Rope Length & Weak Link Strength

Aero tow ropes will be approximately 80m in length.  Weak link will be provided and maintained by the pilot.  A maximum of 1G (1G = weight of pilot & glider) breaking strain.
3.9.4. Aero Tow Release Height

Aero towing release altitude is limited to a maximum of 1500 feet AGL.  Pilots must release within the confines of the tow paddock no higher than this height.  Any pilot breaching the release altitude rule will receive a score penalty for the day not exceeding 50% of the day winners’ score.
3.9.5. Base Bar Wheels & Dollies

Launch dollies are adjustable in width.  Make sure you adjust the base bar holders to ensure wheels or any other attachments do not tangle or jam in the dolly.
3.9.6. Other Aero Towing Information

3.9.6.1. The aero towing launch area and towing will be parallel to the car tow strips.
3.9.6.2. Aero tow launch order system shall be first third reversed, remaining field as ranked in the meet.  The first day launch order will be based on WPRS points as above with the first third reversed, then the remaining field in ranking order.
3.9.6.3. There will be an alternate launch system for the first 15 minutes of the window opening.  The alternate system works like this – pilots wishing to be in the alternate launch must have their name lodged with the Launch Marshall no earlier than 11.20am and no later than 11.45am.  A maximum of 20 pilots can elect to go alternate launch each day.  The first 20 names lodged each day will be allocated their alternate launch positions by drawing from a hat.  Main launch will commence directly after alternate launch is finished or 15 minutes after the window opening, whichever is sooner.
3.9.6.4. Pilots that land within the tow paddock or short of the start circle, can re-fly as many times as required but must go to the rear of the shortest launch line.  At no time will aero tow retrieves be allowed – pilots breaching this rule will be penalized 50% of the daily winners score.
3.9.6.5. The aero towing launch area shall have one Launch Director, three dolly chasers and three rope grabbers/dolly pushers.  Initially there will be three equal length queues of pilots, all in their launch order as directed by the Launch Director or his deputy.  The tugs will land behind the longest queue then taxi forward between the queues, positioning the tug to tow the pilot from the front of the longest queue.
3.9.6.6. All aero tow pilots will set up in the queue in order and will not be required to move until they are connected to the tow line or put on the dolly.  Six large anchor ropes will be provided to tie down to, these form the launch queues.
3.9.6.7. Providing a dolly is available, pilots that are not ready to launch within 30 seconds of launch-able conditions and whilst the tug is ready, will go to the back of their queue, as per the pushing rule for hill launching.

3.10. Take-off Method – Car / Ground / Payout Winch Towing

3.10.1. Take-off location

3.10.1.1. The tow paddock is on the property “Croidon” which is located 10km NE of Hay.  You get there by following the Sidonia Road and the sign posted road.
3.10.1.2. The centre of the paddock is at the following co-ordinate

3.10.1.3. The paddock is approximately 2,000 acres.
3.10.1.4. All flights during the competition must originate from the above-mentioned tow paddock.
3.10.1.5. There will be a strip available for every car tow system registered.   
3.10.2. Car/Ground Tow Availability

Available for pilots who have requested and paid for this service.  Private car tow systems will be allowed providing that they have been registered with the organizer.
3.10.3. Tow Rope Length & Weak Link Strength

All car/ payout winch towing launches will be parallel to each other.  All payout winches and static lines will be limited to 660m in length.  Car tow pilots can launch as soon as the window opens, in any order they wish.  Weak link will be provided by and maintained by the pilot.  A maximum of 1G (1G = weight of pilot & glider) breaking strain.
3.10.4. Car Tow Release Height

Release height will be maximum height achievable with 660m of rope. Pilots are allowed as many re-flights as required.
3.10.5. Base Bar Wheels & Dollies

Launch dollies are adjustable in width.  Make sure you adjust the base bar holders to ensure wheels or any other attachments do not tangle or jam in the dolly.  All base bars must be as certified on that model of glider.
3.10.6. Other Car/Ground/Winch Towing Information

The car towing launch area and towing will be parallel to the aero tow strips. 
3.11. Task Cancellation & Stop

If a task is stopped, but not cancelled, the pilots scores will be determined from the GPS track log position at the time the task was stopped.  The task can be stopped due to unsafe weather conditions and major accidents that close launch.

3.12. Task Period

Times of window open for take off and times for closing of the window, turn points and last landing will be displayed in writing.  Any window extension policy will also be displayed in writing.
