General and Local Competition Rules





The FAI Sporting Code General Section and Section 3 with its Annexes will apply. A draft of additional Local Rules will be distributed to all NACs and IGC Delegates on 15 December, and the final version after approval by IGC to all NACs and competitors concerned.





Documentation will be GNSS only. All flight recorders, which have received IGC approval for championships by May 30, 2001, will be admitted. The flight recorders must be equipped with event marker.





The Organizer will provide diskettes with the co-ordinates of the departure, turn and control points and restricted areas in the required formats, but it is the responsibility of the competitors to load these into their flight recorders or other navigational equipment. The supplier of GNSS analysis software will offer assistance at the site and possibly also by some of the flight recorder manufactures, but the Organizers can accept no responsibility for the correct transfer.  


  





Championship Classes


These Championships will consist the following classes described in the�main body of Section 3 of the Sporting Code, Chapter 6.

The Club Class index span according to the “Index List” is 98 < Club Class < 106. Sailplane with index les than 98 are allowed too, but will be scored with handicap 98.                                       


Each NAC may enter not more than 3 pilots in any class and 3 reserve pilots. Reserve pilots must be in different classes.


The number of entries will be limited as maximum number of gliders in each class - 40 and maximum total number of gliders – 80.


Reserve pilots will be admitted after 1 April 2001 in any class where vacancies exist.


�
The present European Champions are automatically qualified and will be admitted in addition to the quota.


If any one class does not have at least ten participants from at least five NACs compete on the first Championship day, the contest will take place but no Champion will be declared.





Competitors





A competitor must be citizen or resident of the country of the entering NAC and satisfy the conditions of the FAI Sporting Code, Gen.1 Section 3.7 on citizenship and representation, and must:


Have flown at least 200 hours as pilot in command, of which at least 100 hours must be flown in a sailplane;


Hold an FAI Sporting License with a current FAI stamp;


Hold a pilot license issued or endorsed by the authorities of the country in which the sailplane is registered;


Know, understand and abide by the Sporting Codes and the Rules and Regulations issued for the event;


Hold a gold or silver badge and have competed in at least two National Championships.








Accommodation

Insurance





Third party insurance not excluding competitions is required for each participating glider. The required covered is 500 thousand USD for glider.


Personal medical insurance is required for all team members, covering accidents and sickness, including any local hospital costs of transport back to the team member’s home country.


Documentary proof of the insurance shall be made in English.
